Tumor Board Summary
Patient #1: 
· History: 68 y.o. white male diagnosed with mycosis fungoides on right nostril in 2000 for which he received local radiation and had a complete response until 2004. He then developed wide spread plagues and tumors and received CHOP (11/2004) which was complicated with sepsis, a sub clinical MI and pulmonary edema.
· Pathology: positive for atypical infiltrate with eosinophilia, consistent with mycosis fungoides.
· Treatment: Currently on Gemcitabine with the possibility of a SAHA trial in NY.

Patient #2:

· History: 59 y.o. male diagnosed with peripheral T-cell lymphoma in 1999 and had a complete response to Depsipeptide. Since developed prostate cancer in 2002 treated surgically plus radiation therapy. Currently presents with a generalized skin colored and erythematous 2-5mm papules.

· Pathology: positive for atypical perivascular infiltrate consistent with recurrent/residual CTCL. Requested for further CD25 and CD30 staining. 
· Treatment: Oral Targretin.
