INTRODUCTION

The Minnesota State Office of USDA-Rural Development has developed an Environmental Resource Directory.  This Directory will serve as an essential mechanism for implementing RUS Bulletin 1794A-602.
The basic content, purposes and uses of this Directory are summarized as follows:

1. The Directory shall serve as an inventory of the location, within Minnesota, of natural resources, land uses, and environmental factors that have been specified by Federal, State and local authorities as deserving some degree of protection of special consideration.

2. The Directory shall summarize the various standards or types of Federal, State, or local protection that apply to the natural resources, land uses, and environmental factors listed in the inventory.

3. Rural Development shall consider the Directory in decisions relating to the use of available program resources.

4. Applications for individual projects must be reviewed for consistency with the Directory.

The Environmental Resource Directory is NOT intended to result in a plan or be a plan.  It is intended to be an explicit framework of major environmental standards and review requirements that have been promulgated at the Federal level as well as those that are particular to Minnesota.  It provides a listing of natural opportunities and constraints for various land use activities against which proposals for development can be evaluated.  Finally, it serves as a useful planning tool for prospective applicants.

I. ENVIRONMENTAL REQUIREMENTS

The content of MN Bulletin 1794A-602 is derived from requirements contained in major environmental laws and regulations affecting Rural Development programs such as the Council on Environmental Quality regulations, Farm Protection Policy Act, USDA Regulation 9500-3, “Land Use Policy” and other environmental regulations.

A. General Policy
1. Rural Development shall consider environmental quality as equal with economic, social, and other relevant factors in program development and decision making processes.

2. In assessing the potential environmental impacts of its actions, Rural Development shall consult early with appropriate Federal, State, regional and local agencies and other organizations to provide decision-makers with both the technical and human aspects of environmental planning.

3. When adverse environmental impacts are identified, either direct or indirect, and examination shall be made of alternative courses of action including their potential environmental impacts.  The objective of the environmental review will be to develop a feasible alternative with the least adverse environmental impact.  The alternative of not proceeding with the proposal shall also be considered particularly with respect to the need for the proposal.

4. If no feasible alternative exists, measures to mitigate the identified adverse environmental impacts shall be included in the proposal.

5. The performance of environmental reviews and the consideration of alternatives shall occur as early as possible in the pre-application process.

B. Special Policy or Important Land Resources
1. Rural Development recognizes that its specific mission of assisting rural areas goes hand-in-hand with protecting the environmental resources upon which these areas are dependent.  Basic resources necessary to rural settlements include important farmlands and forestland, prime rangelands, wetlands, and floodplains.  It is Rural Development’s policy not to approve or fund any proposals that, as a result of their identifiable impacts, direct or indirect, would lead to or accommodate either the conversion of these land uses or encroachment upon them.  The only exception to this policy is if the approving official determines that (i) there is no practicable alternative to the proposed action, (ii) the proposal conforms to local planning and zoning requirements, and (iii) the proposal includes all practicable measures for reducing the conversion/encroachment.

2. It is also recognized that some proposals designed to serve the needs of rural communities can adversely affect the existing economic base and settlement patterns of the community as well as create development pressures on land and environmental resources essential to rural economies.  An example of such a proposal might be the extension of utilities and other types of infrastructure beyond a community’s existing settlement pattern and into important farmlands for the purpose of commercial or residential expansion, even though there is available space within the existing settlement pattern for such expansion.  Not only may there be unnecessary loss of important farmlands, but the community may be faced with the economic costs of providing public services to outlying areas, as well as the deterioration of its central business district.  These results are undesirable, and to avoid their occurrence, projects designed to meet rural community needs (i.e., residential, industrial, commercial, and public facilities) will not be approved unless the following conditions are met:

(a) The project is planned and sited in a manner consistent with the policies of this section, the Farmland Protection Policy Act, and Departmental Regulation 9500-3.

(b) The project is consistent with enforceable local comprehensive plans that guide growth and reflect a realistic strategy for protecting natural resources.  This condition does not require localities to develop plans or amend existing plans.

(c) The project will encourage long-term economically viable public investment by fostering or promoting development patterns that ensure compact community development, that is, development limited to serving existing settlement patterns, e.g., the rehabilitation and renovation of existing structures and neighborhoods; in filling of development; the provision of a range of moderate-to-high residential densities appropriate to local and regional needs.  It is recognized that some Rural Development projects designed to rural residents, such as rural water systems, cannot be limited in service area to those areas contiguous with existing developed areas.  These projects will be designed to serve existing structures and rural residents including the capacity for reasonable growth.  This should not be construed as advocating excessive densities, congestion, or loss or open space within rural communities; however unnecessary sprawl shall be avoided.

(d) The project must be sustainable when considering both environmental and economic long-range impacts.  The potential for regionalization and long term economic viability shall be considered in all cases.

(e) The project must be consistent with the following smart growth principles:

· Make efficient and effective use of land resources and existing infrastructure by encouraging development to areas with existing infrastructure or capacity to avoid costly duplication of services and costly use of land.

· Provide a mix of land uses to create a variety of housing choices and opportunities.

· Make development decisions predictable, fair and cost-effective.

· Provide a variety of transportation choices including pedestrian friendly neighborhoods.

· Maintain a unique sense of place by respecting local cultural and natural environmental features

· Conserves open space and farmland and preserve critical environmental areas.

· Encourage stakeholder collaboration and community participation rather than conflict.

· Provide staged and managed growth in urban transition areas with compact development patterns.

· Enhance access to equitable public and private resources for everyone.

· Promote the safety, livability and revitalization of existing urban and rural communities.

Rural Development’s environmental review is designed to provide for an integrated examination of a project’s compliance with the following Federal Laws, Executive Orders or Departmental Regulations:

1. National Environmental Policy Act.

2. Clean Air Act.

3. Federal Water Pollution Control Act.

5. Endangered Species Act.

6. Wild and Scenic Rivers Act.

7. National Historic Preservation Act.

8. Archaeological and Historic Preservation Act.

9. Executive Order 11988, Floodplain Management.

10. Executive Order 11990, Protection of Wetlands.

11. Farmland Protection Policy Act.

12. Departmental Regulation 9500-3, Land Use Policy.

13. Resource Conservation and Recovery Act.

14. Food Security Act.

D. Intergovernmental Review

The State of Minnesota does not participate in the Executive Order 12372, Intergovernmental Review Process.  Applicants should submit their proposals to the Executive Director of the applicable Regional Development Commission per the instructions shown below.

Regional Development Commission (RDC) 7W and 10 have been dissolved and therefore require no Intergovernmental Review.

All other RDC’s require a review if the project will have a true regional impact – one affecting several governmental units or a significant segment of the regional economy (such as would a rural water district).

For any other type of RUS, RBS, or RHS loan, Regions 1, 8, 9, and 11 should be notified; the pre-app should be held for responses only from regions 1 & 8.

The public notice requirements and critical action provisions of Executive Order 11988 will be followed.  It is anticipated that practicable alternatives will nearly always exist in Minnesota, and conversions will not be approved. 3. Location of Resource
The FEMA Standard Flood Hazard Determination (FEMA Form 81-93, See Exhibit H) is required for each loan and grant obligated.  A copy of the portion of the FEMA Floodplain map showing the location of the project site should be attached to the FEMA form and included in each Environmental Report.  FEMA flood delineation maps may be downloaded and printed as a FIRMette from http://store.msc.fema.gov/webapp/wcs/stores/servlet/FemaWelcomeView?storeId=10001&catalogId=10001&langId=-1 or ordered free of charge by calling toll free 800-358-9616.  
If maps do not exist for the area and it appears the project is in or near a floodplain, contact the local planning/zoning official, city engineer, Fish and Wildlife Service, and/or DNR for their assistance in determining the location of any floodplains in the area.  

4. Flood Insurance Requirements
The owners of all Rural Development financed structures located within a 100-year floodplain are required to purchase flood insurance.  Flood insurance is only available in communities that participate in the National Flood Insurance Program, thus we are not able to finance structures within floodplains in non-participating communities.  Present borrowers with structures located within the 100 year floodplain are required to purchase and maintain flood insurance throughout the life of the loan.  Rural Development should be included on the policy, so we will know the amount of coverage and that premiums are being paid. Step 1 - Federal agencies (or Federally funded projects) involved in proposed projects that may convert farmland, as defined in the Farmland Protection Policy Act (FPPA)
to nonagricultural uses, will initially complete Parts I and I1I of the form. For Corridor type projects, the Federal agency shall use form NRCS-CPA-106 in place
of form AD-1006. The Land Evaluation and Site Assessment (LESA) process may also be accessed by visiting the FPPA website, http:/fppa.nres.usda.gov/lesa/.

Step 2 - Originator (Federal Agency) will send one original copy of the form together with appropriate scaled maps indicating location(s)of project site(s), to the Natural
Resources Conservation Service (NRCS) local Field Office or USDA Service Center and retain a copy for their files. (NRCS has offices in most counties in the
U.S. The USDA Office Information Locator may be found at http:/offices.usda.gov/scripts/ndISAPL.dIl/oip_public/lUSA_map, or the offices can usually be
found in the Phone Book under U.S. Government, Department of Agriculture.

· Other construction projects on Non-Tribal land in which the SHPO has indicated that an archaeological site exists.

Those actions that have historical or archaeological significance must be resolved prior to loan approval.  Mitigation measures to protect the historic or archaeological features will be developed in cooperation with the SHPO and/or THPO prior to obligating the proposed action.  
E. Endangered and Threatened Species

P. Outdoor Air Quality

1. Level of Protection
Air quality is an essential factor in maintaining the human environment.  Federal Agencies should consider air quality when assessing the impact of their actions on the environment [Section 102 (2) (C) of the National Environmental Policy Act of 1969].  Project emissions, including those created by potential secondary beneficiaries, shall be examined for conformance to the Clean Act and the Environmental Protection Agency’s National Primary and Secondary Ambient Air Quality Standards.  Minnesota has set hydrogen-sulfide standards for odors from feedlots, sewage treatment systems, paper processing plants, and other facilities, which release hydrogen sulfide into the air.

Q. Indoor Air Quality

1. Level of Protection
Since indoor air quality is an essential factor in maintaining a healthy human environment within structures, personnel must be alert to possible problems and knowledgeable of detection and mitigation techniques for radon, asbestos, formaldehyde, mold, etc.

The applicant will decide whether or not to obtain any testing of indoor air quality on an existing structure prior to financing.  Testing and mitigation procedures, if needed, will be negotiated between the buyer and seller and may be a condition of the sales agreement.  Rural Development may finance mitigation measures provided the total amount for the loan does not exceed the market value of the security.

Rural Development will test REO property classified as “program” for Indoor Air Pollutants only when an alleged or known problem existed prior to acquisition.  Whenever a problem appears to exist, Rural Development will consult with State or local health departments or professional in the private sector who have experience in solving indoor air quality problems in non-industrial buildings prior to testing or applying mitigation measures.  Application of mitigation measures, if required, would be determined based on test results relative to the suitability of the structure for program financing.  Testing and mitigation measures will not normally be undertaken for properties classified as “non-program”.

Radon and Formaldehyde testing, identification and mitigation will be handled as discussed in item one above.

Asbestos exposed within a structure must be properly removed or protected.  In most cases, containment and isolation of the asbestos from humans will be more feasible than removal.  Contact the MN DOH listed above for more information.  

If mold is present, it shall be removed and the source of the moisture resulting in the mold growth shall be investigated and resolved to prevent reoccurrence. Since mold spores are naturally occurring and there are no established allowable levels, testing for the presence of mold is not recommended.  

R. Hazardous Waste

All facilities and properties in which Rural Development financing has been requested shall be inspected for the existence of hazardous waste, underground tanks, abandoned wells, etc. which can result in damage to the environment. 3. Location of Resource

If required by MN PCA, the applicant shall develop a Hazardous Waste Management Plan for approval by MN PCA.  If an existing plan is available, consult with the MN PCA Disclosure Unit to verify that the company is operating in compliance with their plan.  The Environmental Report shall include this plan when applicable.

c. See Exhibit F for guidance in dealing with waste pesticides/herbicides/fertilizers, storage tanks, wells, oil, batteries, tires, vehicles, appliances, etc.
S. Well Disclosures

1. Level of Protection
Minnesota law requires that the seller of real property disclose to the buyer the location and status of all wells on that property.  This disclosure statement must be provided before any transaction to sell or transfer real property takes place. A well disclosure certificate is required to be filed with all deeds at the County Recorder’s office, unless the deed contains the statement “The seller certifies that the seller does not know of any wells on the described real property”.

3. Implementation Responsibilities
The Well Disclosure Certificate http://www.health.state.mn.us/divs/eh/wells/disclosures/certificateform.pdf may be used as both the disclosure statement to the buyer prior to sale and also the certification to be filed with the deed.  ALL wells on the property, whether in use, not in use, capped, or sealed must be disclosed on the form.

a. Loan Making – The seller must provide the Well Disclosure Certificate to the Applicant.  If no known wells exist on the property, the seller must provide a statement to the buyer prior to sale and a certification on the deed that “The seller certifies that the seller does not know of any wells on the described real property”.  The seller will provide the certification to the applicant in RH and RRH purchase situations.  A copy of the disclosure should be provided to Rural Development to assist with environmental reviews and future certifications should Rural Development become the owner of the property.  Inoperative wells and wells which are in disrepair must be permanently sealed by a licensed well contractor.

All proposed RUS applicants located within the Lake Superior Watershed are required to complete a Consistency Review and seek concurrence from the MN DNR and PCA when the action has the potential to contribute to ground or surface water pollution as a result of runoff, seepage, or percolation within the Lake Superior Coastal Boundary as shown on the following map.  

This review and concurrence will be made part of the RD environmental report.  See Exhibit G for the format of the consistency certification.











Site Assessment Scoring for the Twelve Factors Used in FPPA
The Site Assessment criteria used in the Farmland Protection Policy Act (FPPA) rule are designed to assess important factors other than the agricultural value of the land when determining which alternative sites should receive the highest level of protection for conversion to non agricultural uses.

Twelve factors are used for Site Assessment and ten factors for corridor-type sites.  Each factor is listed in an outline form, without detailed definitions or guidelines to follow in the rating process.  The purpose of this document is to expand the definitions of use of each of the twelve Site Assessment factors so that all persons can have a clear understanding as to what each factor is intended to evaluate and how points are assigned for given conditions.

In each of the 12 factors a number rating system is used to determine which sites deserve the most protection from conversion to non-farm uses.  The higher the number value given to a proposed site, the more protection it will receive.  The maximum scores are 10, 15 and 20 points, depending upon the relative importance of each particular question.  If a question significantly relates to why a parcel of land should not be converted, the question has a maximum possible protection value of 20.  Whereas a question which does not have such a significant impact upon whether a site would be converted, would have fewer maximum points possible, for example 10.

The follow guidelines should be used in rating the twelve Site Assessment criteria:

1. How much land is in non-urban use within a radius of 1.0 miles from where the project is intended?

This factor is designed to evaluate the extent to which the area within one mile of the proposed site is non-urban area.  For purposes of this rule, “non-urban” should include:

· Agricultural land (crop-fruit trees, nuts, oilseed)

· Range land

· Forest land

· Golf Courses

· Non paved parks and recreational areas

· Mining sites

· Farm Storage

· Lakes, ponds and other water bodies

· Rural roads, and through roads without houses or buildings

· Open space

· Wetlands

· Fish production

· Pasture or hayland

Urban uses include:

· Houses (other than farm houses)

· Apartment buildings

· Commercial buildings

· Industrial buildings

· Paved recreational areas (i.e. tennis courts)

· Streets in areas with 30 structures per 40 acres

· Gas stations

· Equipment, supply stores

· Off-farm storage

· Processing plants

· Shopping malls

· Utilities/Services

· Medical buildings

In rating this factor, an area one-mile from the outer edge of the proposed site should be outlined on a current photo: the areas that are urban should be outlined.  For rural houses and other buildings with unknown sizes, use 1 and 1/3 acres per structure.  For roads with houses on only one side, use on half of road for urban and one half for non-urban.

The purpose of this rating process is to insure that the most valuable and viable farmlands are protected from development projects sponsored by the Federal Government.  With this goal in mind, factor S1 suggests that the more agricultural lands surrounding the parcel boundary in question, the more protection from development this site should receive a greater number of points for protection from development.  Thus, where more than 90 percent of the area around the proposed site (do not include the proposed site in this assessment) is non-urban, assign 15 points.  Where 20 percent or less is non-urban, assign 0 points.  Where the area lies between 20 and 90 percent non-urban, assign appropriate points from 14 to 1, as noted below.

2. How much of the perimeter of the site borders on land in non-urban use?

This factor is designed to evaluate the extent to which the land adjacent to the proposed site is non-urban use.  Where factor #1 evaluates the general location of the proposed site, this factor evaluates the immediate perimeter of the site.  The definition of urban and non-urban uses in factor #1 should be used for this factor.

In rating the second factor, measure the perimeter of the site that is in non-urban and urban use.  Where more than 90 percent of the perimeter is in non-urban use, score this factor 10 points.  Where less than 20 percent, assign 0 points.  If a road is next to the perimeter, class the area according to the use on the other side of the road for that area.  Use 1 and 1/3 acre per structure if not otherwise known.  Where 20 to 90 percent of the perimeter is non-urban, assign points as noted below:

3. How much of the site has been farmed (managed for a scheduled harvest or timber activity) more than five of the last ten years?

This factor is designed to evaluate the extent to which the proposed conversion site has been used or managed for agricultural purposes in the past 10 years.

Land is being farmed when it is used or managed for food or fiber, to include timber products, fruit, nuts, grapes, grain, forage, oil seed, fish and meat, poultry and dairy products.

Land that has been left to grow up to native vegetation without management or harvest will be considered as abandoned and therefore not farmed.  The proposed conversion site should be evaluated and rated according to the percent, of the site farmed.

If more than 90 percent of the site has been farmed 5 of the last 10 years score the site as follows:

4. Is the site subject to state or unit of local government policies or programs to protect farmland or covered by private programs to protect farmland?

This factor is designed to evaluate the extent to which state and local government and private programs have made efforts to protect this site from conversion.

State and local policies and programs to protect farmland include:

State Policies and Programs to Protect Farmland 

A. Tax Relief:

· Differential Assessment: Agricultural lands are taxed on their agricultural use value, rather than at market value.  As a result, farmers pay fewer taxes on their land, which helps keep them in business, and therefore helps to insure that the farmland will not be converted to nonagricultural uses.

· Preferential Assessment for Property Tax: Landowners with parcels of land used for agriculture are given the privilege of differential assessment.

· Deferred Taxation for Property Tax: Landowners are deterred from converting their land to nonfarm uses, because if they do so, they must pay back taxes at market value.

· Restrictive Agreement for Property Tax: Landowners who want to receive Differential Assessment must agree to keep their land in eligible use.

· Income Tax Credits

Circuit Breaker Tax Credits: Authorize an eligible owner of farmland to apply some or all of the property taxes on his or her farmland and farm structures as a tax credit against the owner’s state income tax

· Estate and Inheritance Tax Benefits

Farm Use Valuation for Death Tax: Exemption of state tax liability to eligible farm estates.

B. “Right to farm” laws:

Prohibits local government from enacting laws which will place restriction upon normally accepted farming practices for example the generation of noise, odor or dust.

C. Agricultural Districting:

Wherein farmers voluntarily organize districts of agricultural land to be legally recognized geographic area.  These farmers receive benefits, such as protection for annexation, in exchange for keeping land within the district for a given number of years

D. Land Use Controls: Agricultural Zoning

Types of Agricultural Zoning Ordinances include:

· Exclusive: in which the agricultural zone is restricted to only farm-related dwellings, with, for example, a minimum of 40 acres per dwelling unit.

· Non-exclusive: In which non-farm dwellings are allowed, but the density remains low, such as 20 acres per dwelling unit.

Additional Zoning techniques include:

· Sliding Scale: This method looks at zoning according to the total size of the parcel owned.  For example, the number of dwelling units per a given number of acres may change from county to county according to the existing land acreage to dwelling unit ratio of surrounding parcels of land within the specific area.

· Point System or Numerical Approach: Approaches land use permits on a case by case basis.

· LESA: The LESA system (Land Evaluation-Site Assessment) is used as a tool to help assess options for land use on an evaluation of productivity weighed against commitment to urban development.

· Conditional Use: Based upon the evaluation on a case by case basis by the Board of Zoning Adjustment.  Also may include the method of using special land use permits.
E. Development Rights:

· Purchase of Development Rights (PDR): Where development rights are purchased by Government action.

· Buffer Zoning Districts: Buffer Zoning Districts are an example of land purchased by Government action.  This land is included in zoning ordinances on order to preserve and protect agricultural lands from non-farm land uses encroaching upon them. 

F. Governor’s Executive Order: Policy made by the Governor, stating the importance of agriculture, and the preservation of agricultural lands.  The Governor orders the state agencies to avoid the unnecessary conversion of important farmland to nonagricultural uses.

If the proposed site is subject to or has used one or more of the above farmland protection programs or policies, score the site 20 points.  If none of the above policies or programs apply to this site, score 0 points.

5. How close is the site to an urban built-up area?

This factor is designed to evaluate the extent to which the proposed site is located next to an existing urban area.  The urban built-up area must be 2500 population.  The measurement from the built-up area should be made from the point at which the density is 30 structures per 40 acres and with no open or non-urban land existing between the major built-up areas and this point.  Suburbs adjacent to cities or urban built-up areas should be considered as part of that urban area.

For greater accuracy, use the following chart to determine how much protection the site should receive according to its distance from an urban area.  See chart below:

6. How close is the site to water lines, sewer lines and/or other local facilities and services whose capacities and design would promote nonagricultural use?

This question determines how much infrastructure (water, sewer, etc.) is in place which could facilitate nonagricultural development.  The fewer facilities in place, the more difficult it is to develop an area.  Thus, if a proposed site is further away from these services (more than 3 miles distance away), the site should be awarded the highest number of points (15).  As the distance of the parcel of land to services decreases the number of points awarded declines as well.  So, when the site is equal to or further than 1 mile but less than 3 miles away from services, it should be given 10 points.  Accordingly, if this distance is ½ mile to less than 1 mile, award 5 points: and if the distance from the land to services is less than ½ mile, award 0 points.

Distance to public facilities should be measured from the perimeter of the parcel in question to the nearest site(s) where necessary facilities are located.  If there is more than one distance (i.e. from site to water and from site to sewer), use the average distance (add all distances and then divide by the number of different distances to get the average).

Facilities which could promote nonagricultural use include:

· Water lines

· Sewer lines

· Power lines

· Gas lines

· Circulation (roads)

· Fire and police protection

· Schools

7. Is the farm unit(s) containing the site (before the project) as large as the average-size farming unit in the county?  (Average farm sizes in each county are available from the NRCS field offices in each state.  Data are from the latest available Census of Agriculture, Acreage of Farm Units in Operation with $1,00 or more in sales.)

This factor is designed to determine how much protection the site should receive, according to its size in relation to the average size of farming units within the county.  The larger the parcel of land, the more agricultural use value the land possesses, and vice versa.  Thus, if the farm unit is as large or larger than the county average, it receives the maximum number of points (10).  The smaller the parcel of land compared to the county average, the fewer number of points given.  Please see below:

State and local Natural Resources Conservation Service offices will have the average farm size information provided by the latest available Census of Agriculture data.

8. If this site is chosen for the project, how much of the remaining land on the farm will become non-farmable because of interference with land patterns?

This factor tackles the question of how the proposed development will affect the rest of the land on the farm.  The site that deserves the most protection from conversion will receive the greatest number of points, and vice versa.  For example, if the project is small, such as an extension on a house, the rest of the agricultural land would remain farmable, and thus a lower number of points is given to he site.  Whereas if a large-scale highway is planned, a greater portion of the land (not including the site) will become non-farmable, since access to the farmland will be blocked; and thus, the site should receive the highest number of points (10) as protection from conversion.

Conversion uses of the Site Which Would Make the Rest of the Land Non-Farmable by Interfering with Land Patterns

Conversions which make the rest of the property nonfarmable include any development which blocks accessibility to the rest of the site Examples are highways, railroads, dams or development along the front of a site restricting access to the rest of the property.

9. Does the site have available adequate supply of farm support services and markets, i.e., farm suppliers, equipment dealers, processing and storage facilities and farmer’s markets?

This factor is used to assess whether there are adequate support facilities, activities and industry to keep the farming business in business.  The more support facilities available to the agricultural landowner, the more feasible it is for him or her to stay in production.  In addition, agricultural support facilities are compatible with farmland.  This fact is important because some land uses are not compatible; for example, development next to farmland can be dangerous to the welfare of the agricultural land, as a result of pressure from the neighbors who often do not appreciate the noise, smells, and dust intrinsic to farmland.  Thus, when all required agricultural support services are available, the maximum numbers of points (5) are awarded.  When some services are available, 4 to 1 point(s) are awarded; and consequently, when no services are available, no points are given.  See below

Factor 12 determines whether conversion of the proposed agricultural site will eventually cause the conversion of neighboring farmland as a result of incompatibility of use of the first with the latter.  The more incompatible the proposed conversion is with agriculture, the more protection this site receives from conversion.  Therefore, if the proposed conversion is incompatible with agriculture, the site receives 10 points.  If the project is tolerable with agriculture, it receives 9 to 1 points: and if the proposed conversion is compatible with agriculture, it receives 0 points.

Rural Development applicants, their consultants, or RD personnel will be authorized to contact Tribes directly to obtain comments as noted below:

· The following types of activities financed by Rural Development will be submitted to tribes for review and comment:   (The time frame for a response will be 30 days.)

1. All construction projects on Tribal Lands that require groundbreaking activities.

(Note:  At the conclusion of the comment period, the tribe on whose land the project exists, will be sent a written finding of “No Historic Properties Effected” when the project will not effect a historic or cultural site.  See Page B-2)

2. Sewer collection and/or treatment, water treatment and/or distribution, and road construction projects on Non-Tribal land that involve construction in areas not previously disturbed.

3. Water towers or other structures greater than 25 feet in height located outside the developed portion of a city or town which may result in a visual impact to a culturally significant landscape.

4. Other construction projects on Non-Tribal land in which the SHPO has indicated that an archaeological site exists.

· The following types of actions will not be submitted for tribal review:

1. Repair or rehabilitation of existing buildings which do not require groundbreaking activities.

2. Sewer and water collection and/or treatment rehabilitation that involve construction only in areas previously disturbed by construction.

3. Other construction projects on Non-Tribal lands, which are limited to small sites within the developed portion of a city or town.

4. Financing of vehicles, equipment, working capital, or refinancing existing debt.

· For all Rural Development financed actions which require groundbreaking activities, the applicant will be informed in writing via loan agreements and construction documents that should human bones or a burial site be encountered during the construction, that construction must stop.  The SHPO, Indian Affairs Council, and appropriate Tribe(s) must then be consulted to determine the appropriate course of action.  

· The inclusion of a Tribe in the Section 106-consultation process does not impose any costs on the Tribe.  The cost of archaeological surveys or other investigative work determined to be necessary by the SHPO or by the THPO on Tribal lands, will be paid by the loan applicant and may be considered an eligible loan purpose.

The upper twenty-seven miles of this river segment shall be administered by the Secretary of the Interior; and the lower twenty-five miles shall be administered by the states of Minnesota and Wisconsin.

STATE DESIGNATION

WILD, SCENIC AND RECREATIONAL RIVERS

The Minnesota Wild, Scenic and Recreational River program, created by the Minnesota Wild and Scenic Rivers Act (Minnesota Statutes 104.31 – 104.40) applies to rivers that have qualified to be designated as components of the state system.  Land Use and Recreation management controls are adopted via state rules which in turn are implemented through local land use controls in the communities fronting designated rivers.

The controls address minimum lot size requirements, building setbacks, vegetative and landscape alterations and allowable uses that can occur within the designated land use district associated with each river.  The land use controls vary according to the type of river designation and are based on the river management plan that was developed for each river.

The following list identifies designated rivers, affected communities, at the type of designation and its extent along the river corridor.  A pamphlet entitled “A Guide To Buying and Selling property Along Wild and Scenic Rivers” is available from DNR offices and local zoning authorities.  If you are buying property or building along a designated river, questions should be directed to the community zoning authority.

If you are planning any excavation, grading or filling work on the riverbank or in the main river channel, backwater areas, or oxbows within the district, a DNR permit may be required.  Draining or filling in of wetlands within the district is prohibited.

SOLE SOURCE AQUIFERS

RD/EPA MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) has determined that the aquifer system listed in Attachment 1 is the sole or principal source of drinking water for the designated area, and if contaminated, would create a significant hazard to public health.

MN Rural Development and EPA have executed a Memorandum of Understanding.  The goal of this Memorandum is to assure that projects in the designated area that receive Rural Development financial assistance are designed and constructed in a manner that will prevent the introduction of contaminants into the aquifer in quantities that may create a significant hazard to public health.

In order to achieve this goal, Rural Development agrees to submit to EPA a summary of all proposed projects within the designated area for which a Class I or Class II environmental assessment is required.

Rural Development and EPA will coordinate at the earliest possible time so that information necessary to make a ground water impact assessment can be acquired, and so EPA’s 1424 (e) comments can be incorporated into the Environmental Assessment or draft EIS.  EPA agrees to provide Rural Development a written determination for each project submitted within 30 days.

The EPA and Rural Development agree that categorical exclusions need not routinely be referred to EPA for evaluation prior to funding.  EPA may request information on these projects should the need arise and will review any project that, in the opinion of the Rural Development State Director, may affect water quality in the aquifer to the extent that the goal outlined above would not be achieved.

INSPECTION OF PROPERTIES FOR HAZARDOUS WASTES
RH, MFH, CF, BP, and RUS properties shall be inspected for hazardous wastes and substances in the following cases: 

1. Prior to making a loan when environmentally hazardous materials or conditions are suspected to exist on the site.

2. Prior to accepting a property into government ownership. 

Attachment 1 to this exhibit should be completed for each property to be inspected for hazardous wastes.  The Transaction Screen Questionnaire may be completed by a contractor or by Rural Development personnel, however it is Rural Development’s responsibility to review and take necessary actions to resolve all environmental concerns noted.

The following items which are visible or known to exist on the property need to be cleaned up and disposed of properly.  To assist the field office staff in their effort, the following hazardous waste support network has been established.  See the applicable section(s) which discuss actions needed.

For all property used to secure a loan, the property owner will be required to clean up environmental hazards prior to the loan closing.

For Rural Development REO property the policy will be to take all actions necessary, regardless of cost, to remove or clean-up the above items when they exist on the property.  When possible, the servicing official should prepare the necessary specifications for obtaining bids for the work required.  Contact the State Environmental Coordinator, Program Environmental Coordinator or the Contracting Officer if questions arise pertaining to bidding and contracting procedures.

Large rural sites may contain a residential dumping area located in a ditch, ravine, or wooded area on the property.  Rural Development will typically not excavate or disturb these dumps unless one of the following conditions exist:

1. A well in the area may be contaminated by the dump.

2. The lack of plant growth in or around the dump.

3. Unusual odor or stains on soil are present.

4. Other reason to suspect an environmental problem exists.

When any of the items listed in sections A, D, E, F or G are visible in or near the dump, they should be cleaned up as described in those sections.

REPORTING REQUIREMENTS FOR

SPILLS OR RELEASE OF HAZARDOUS SUBSTANCES

A release is defined as any spilling, leaking, pumping, pouring, emitting, discharging, injecting, escaping, leaching, dumping, or disposing into the environment.  Release includes the abandonment or discarding of barrels, containers, and other closed receptacles containing any hazardous substance, pollutant, or contaminant.  Release also means the substantial threat of release, as well as past and present activities.

1. The release of a hazardous substance that is greater than or equal to the reportable quantity (RQ) for that substance, must be reported immediately to the national response center at 1-800-424-8802.  Reportable quantities of hazardous substances are listed in the August 14, 1989 Federal Register.  Contact the State Environmental Coordinator to discuss reportable quantities and procedure for making this report.  The RCRA/Superfund Hotline (1-800-424-9346) can also answer questions relating to reportable quantities of substances.

2. The State of Minnesota requires that all spills, leaks, dumping, chemical/pesticide fires, leaking tanks, discovery of contaminated soil and other events involving hazardous materials and/or pollutants be reported immediately to the Minnesota Duty Officer at 651-649-5451 or 800-422-0798.  The duty officer will then notify the appropriate state agencies (MPCA, DNR, Dept. of Ag., etc.).  There are no quantitative thresholds for reporting to the state.

3. Field offices must report to the State Environmental Coordinator the release of a hazardous substance immediately upon discovery. 

**** CAUTION TO RURAL DEVELOPMENT EMPLOYEES ****

When inspecting a property, use extreme caution when near hazardous or unknown substances.  Employees should not perform “tests” such as smelling, touching or tasting unknown products.  Sealed barrels, cans, bottles, jugs, etc. must be considered as potentially explosive.  Do not touch closed containers that have bulging tops, sides or lids.

SECTION A: 
Pesticides, Herbicides, Fertilizer

All abandoned hazardous substances must be removed from property.  Products which are clearly labeled and not presently banned from use, may be best disposed of by using them for their intended purpose.  The OSHA Material Safety Data Sheet may be requested from the manufacturer of the product which will give more guidance on disposal of the product.

Products that are banned, unidentified, or unable to be used for their intended purpose must be disposed of per Minnesota State Department of Agriculture guidance.  When a hazardous waste and/or empty containers of a hazardous substance is discovered, contact the State Environmental Coordinator for advice on proper disposal.  Contact the Contracting Officer for assistance in contracting for the removal and/or clean up of hazardous wastes.

SECTION B:

Underground and Above Ground Storage Tanks

Per RD MN Instruction 1940-G, Exhibit G, storage tanks which exceed 1100 gallons must be reported, and are considered to be regulated tanks.  Typically tanks found on REO property will be exempt from reporting requirements.  See Exhibit G for a complete definition of exempt tanks.

State Fire Marshall Regulations require that all underground storage tanks which have been abandoned for more than 12 months, be removed.  If the tank is located within a building or removal could disturb building foundations, abandonment in place may be necessary.  If this is necessary, the tank will be pumped out, filled with an inert material and sealed in place per state guidelines.  Contact the State Fire Marshall at 651-215-0500 for additional information.

Consultants/Contractors must be registered with the State Departments of Commerce for petroleum tank removal in order to obtain reimbursement from the State Petrol Fund.  For a list of registered contractors see:

REMOVAL PROCEDURE FOR ABANDONED EXEMPT UNDERGROUND STORAGE TANKS:

1. Contract with excavator or contractor to remove and dispose tank and backfill hole.  Rural Development must inspect tank and soil conditions after removal, but prior to backfill.

2. If hole in tank, or soil indicates a leak has occurred (odor, stain, oil film, etc.) call the Minnesota Duty Officer to report the release and for assistance and direction in clean up at 651-649-5451.  The state may help pay for clean up of leaks.  Contact State Petrol Fund at 651-215-1775 or 1-800-638-0418.

3. If no leak is detected, hole is filled.

REMOVAL PROCEDURE FOR ABANDONED REGULATED UNDERGOUND STORAGE TANKS:

1. Contract with certified contractor to remove and dispose of tank and backfill hole.  Contractors must be certified to remove regulated underground tanks.  Rural Development must inspect tank and soil conditions after removal, but prior to backfill.

2. Contractor must notify MN PCA at least 10 days before work is to begin.  Work must begin within 2 days of the declared start date or MN PCA must be notified.

3. If there is a hole in the tank, or the soil indicates a leak has occurred (odor, stain, oil-film etc.) contact the Minnesota Duty Officer at 651-649-5451.  The State Petrol Fund (651-215-1775 or 1-800-638-0418) may help pay for clean up of leaks.

4. If no leak is detected, a soil test taken under the tank location is required.  This test is to be submitted to MN P.C.A. along with the completed Notification of Underground Storage Tank Removal.  Copies of the form and soil test should be retained in our file as evidence to potential buyers that no contamination of soil remains.

5. When test results verify that any required clean-up is competed, the hole is filled.

SECTION C: Abandoned Wells

Abandoned wells are water wells whose use has been discontinued or which are in such disrepair that continued use is impractical or may be a health hazard.  Abandoned unsealed wells can act as conduits or channels for contamination to reach the ground water.  The threat of open holes serving as passageways for surface or near-surface contamination poses a major problem to the groundwater, particularly when lawn/farm chemicals are used or feedlots exist near the well.  Those wells which are operational and in good repair that are suitable for continued use would not be considered abandoned.

Unsealed abandoned wells constitute a hazard to public health and a danger to groundwater supplies.  In Minnesota approximately two-thirds of the state’s population (2.6 million people) consumes groundwater.  Such a valuable resource must be protected from contamination resulting from degradation of abandoned wells.

Those wells, which would be considered abandoned wells, must be permanently sealed per State Department of Health requirements.  Wells may be sealed only by state licensed water well contractors to assure proper procedures are followed.  After the well is sealed, the contractor is required to submit an abandoned well report to the Minnesota Department of Health.  A copy of this report should be kept in the case file.  State Law requires a well disclosure statement for all transfers of property.  See MN 1940-G, Section T for well disclosure information.

SECTION D:
Waste Tires

All waste tires should be removed from REO property.  Waste tires can result in significant health and safety risks as a result of fires and mosquito breeding.  Burning tires results in toxic black smoke and about 2.5 gallons per tire of petroleum, which may contaminate water and soil.  Since tires partially fill with water regardless of their position and absorb sunlight, an ideal environment is created in which disease carrying mosquito’s breed.

A property which contains fewer than approximately 50 tires may be cleaned up by anyone who will agree to take them to an approved transfer, storage, or processing facility for waste tires.  If more waste tires exist on the property, we must contract with a waste tire transporter, who has been issued a MN PCA transporter identification number. SECTION E:
Abandoned Vehicles and Appliances

Abandoned vehicles (hulks) unless they contain gas, oil or air conditioner refrigerant pose no major environmental problem other than an adverse visual impact.

Waste appliances which contain electric motors or Freon such as washing machines, dishwashers, clothes dryers, refrigerators, etc. must be removed from inventory property due to hazards associated with PCB’s in capacitors and refrigerants in refrigerators.  Appliances such as ranges, water heaters, etc, which do not contain motors pose no major environmental problem other than a negative visual impact.

It shall be RD policy that during a clean up of the property that hulks and non-hazardous appliances are removed at the same time as the potentially hazardous items.  If motors have been removed from the appliance, they should be taken to a recycling facility.

SECTION F:
Waste Oil, Solvents, Paint, Fuel, and Petroleum Products

Waste oil, solvents, paint, fuel, and other petroleum-based products must be removed from the inventory property.  Contact the Regional State Pollution Control Agency listed below for assistance to determine the proper removal and disposal action.
