RODERICK KELVIN PORTER NAMED ACTING CHIEF


Washington, DC – Lorraine C. Miller, Chief of the FCC’s Consumer Information Bureau (CIB) since its establishment in November 1999, has left the Commission.  Roderick Kelvin Porter, currently Acting Deputy Chief of CIB, has been named Acting Chief of CIB.


Miller left to become Director of the Community Empowerment Zone Board at the Department of Housing and Urban Development. Before coming to the FCC, Miller was Director, Office of Congressional Relations, Federal Trade Commission.

Roderick Porter has been Acting Deputy Chief for Operations at CIB since last April.  He has been Deputy Chief of the International Bureau since that bureau was established in 1994. Previously, he had been Deputy Chief of the Mass Media Bureau and had held several positions in that bureau and its predecessor, the Broadcast Bureau.
