Disaster Programs for 05, 06 or till 2/ 2007

Livestock Compensation Program (LCP) signup began 9/10/07—
_farmers who had eligible feed losses from produced or purchased
forage or incurred additional feed costs due to an eligible disaster
can apply. LCP does not require FCIC or NAP previous coverage.
Crop Disaster Program (CDP) signup begins 10/15/07—If you
received an FCIC or NAP crop loss payment for the program
years, you are eligible to sign up for CDP funds approved with
the Agricultural Assistance Act of 2007. CDP provides benefits to
farmers who suffered quantity and quality losses from natural dis-
asters. Benefits will be paid on only one year that is chosen by the
farmer. Only producers who obtained crop insurance coverage or
coverage under the Noninsured Crop Disaster Assistance Program
(NAP) for the year of the loss will be eligible for CDP benefits.
The Act also authorized Livestock Indemnity Program (LIP),
Dairy Disaster Assistance Program (DDAP), Emergency Conser-
vation Program (ECP), and Emergency Forestry Conservation
Reserve Program (EFCRP) for primary or continuous counties
declared a secretarial or presidential disaster area between Jan. 1,
2005 and Feb. 28, 2007. Programs were approved to help address
farm losses in areas of the country where disasters have severely
affected crop and livestock production.

blotice of Crop Loss & APH

If you have crop insurance or
NAP and have a crop loss, you
must contact your agent or FSA
respectively before the crop is
destroyed or harvested. We each
send a Loss Adjustor out to the
farm to determine the extent of
the loss and possible benefits.
You need to file a Notice of Loss
within 15 days of your concern of
a loss.

Both crop insurance and NAP
also require that farms submit
yield information annually to
maintain your Actual Production
History. This history information
helps keep your yield accurate. If
you do not provide APH info, the
crop yield coverage by these pro-
grams gradually decrease.
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Reminders

Be Careful—As everyone is busy
harvesting crops and getting nu-
merous chores done, remember to
take time to be careful. A shortcut
can be dangerous. Sometimes we
do things we know we should not
and it’s okay but sometimes, acci-
dents happen from being in a rush
and not getting enough rest. Your
family loves you so take care of
them and yourself by being care-
ful.
