4. Use:

The Cost Analysis Data Requirement (CADRe) documents the programmatic, technical, and life cycle cost information in one document that is updated at each Key Decision Point (KDP) through the project life cycle. 

5. Submission Frequency
CADRes are submitted periodically. In particular they are required 30 days prior to the Key Decision Points i.e., System Design Review (SDR), Preliminary Design Review (PDR), Critical Design Review (CDR), 90 days after launch or at completion of all contract deliverables whichever comes first.   

6 Preparation Information:

The CADRe shall consist of three distinct sections.   The government has templates of information that will be used in the development of the CADRe.  The templates outline Parts A, B, & C and are contained in the Cost Estimating Handbook (www.ceh.nasa.gov).  Part A contains general descriptive information as well as a track to previous CADRe submissions.  Part B contains the technical information which are considered to drive costs.  Part C contains the contractor’s estimated and actual incurred cost by a Work Breakdown Structure. The contractor is required to submit their applicable inputs to Parts B and C of the CADRe templates.  The government will use this information to complete all CADRe parts.  Note that the CADRe Parts B&C templates should be considered as guides and not a required format; contractor formats are preferred.
