Market Tone
Export prices for most grades of rice were offered lower, except for premium white rice prices which continued to increase. Trade sources reported that exporters are still securing premium white rice to fulfill outstanding contracts with North Korea. In additions, regular foreign buyers in African countries reportedly inquired about premium white rice for delivery in the first quarter of next year. Also, the government actively bought white rice paddy for the intervention program. Meanwhile, fragrant white rice prices continued to decline in response to anticipated bumper crops.

Note on data: Export figures since March 22, 2002, do not include fragrant rice.  The authority to report fragrant rice exports was moved from the Thai Board of Trade to the Ministry of Commerce’s Office of Commodity Standards, which does not release official fragrant rice export data.  FAS/BKK will report only official export numbers from the Board of Trade for non-fragrant and from the Office of Commodity Standards for fragrant rice when available, but the reader should bear in mind the difference between the data.

Unofficial exports (excluding fragrant rice) for Nov. 28 – Dec. 4, 2005 totaled 89,714 tons, up 17,490 tons from the previous week’s total and up 13,629 tons from the four-week moving average of 76,085 tons.  Exports during Jan. 1 – Dec. 4, 2005 amounted to 4,677,884 tons, as compared with 7,422,992 tons in the previous year.

According to the Department of Foreign Trade, Ministry of Commerce, total rice exports (including fragrant rice) during Jan. 1 – Nov. 23, 2005, amounted to 6,515,334 tons, down 28 percent from 9,068,208 tons in the previous year.
