Everyone is welcome on this free canoe trip at Hawk Creek.  If you would like to go on the trip, you can meet Ranger Andy at the Fort Spokane visitor center parking lot up the hill from the campground at 9:30 – 9:45 a.m. to get your lifejackets.  It is first come, first serve with a limit of 18 visitors attending the trip.  We do not take advance reservations.  Please bring your own vehicle and we will caravan to Hawk Creek, a 10 minute drive from Fort Spokane.  After practicing basic canoe skills, we will explore the lake ecosystem, paddle up to the waterfall, and learn about local wildlife and ecology.  Expect to spend about 1 hour on the water.  We supply the lifejackets, paddles, canoes and safety equipment.  Children under the age of 16 must be accompanied by a parent, with a minimum of 1 adult per every 3 children (especially if they are under ten years of age.)  Hawk Creek Campers: If you would like to attend this program, please drive to Fort Spokane and meet at the visitor center parking lot, or wait by the Hawk Creek boat launch around 10:15 a.m.  and there may be spaces available.  We require water and strongly recommend sunscreen, a hat, and weather-appropriate clothing.
