Create Your Own String
This method may be a little tricky at first; just keep trying, and you’ll get it!

1. Separate out an even number of raffia pieces, and tie a knot in the center, with a loop to hold onto.

2. Starting at the knot, twist the fibers tightly in a clockwise direction.  Only do about 2” at a time.
3. Do the same thing with the other bunch of fibers.  Be sure to twist them in the same direction, or it won’t work!

4. When both sides are twisted, wrap them tightly together in a counterclockwise direction.

5. Keep on going to the end of the raffia.  You can splice in more pieces to make your string longer, or tie a knot in the end.

This is an easier, two person method, but it doesn’t turn out quite as well.

1. Separate out an even number of raffia pieces, but do not tie a knot.
2. Each person holds onto an end and twists the raffia clockwise.

3. As the twist tightens, the string will begin to wrap on itself.  A third person may be needed to make sure it is done evenly.

This last method only requires one person, but I’ve not had much luck with it.  Apparently, it works better if you are wearing shorts.

1. Separate out an even number of raffia pieces.

2. Roll the raffia down your thigh, pressing firmly.  You may need to tighten the twist with your fingers.
3. As the twist tightens, the string will begin to wrap on itself.
