Tim worked a variety of seasonal jobs before fire: researching shorebirds on the southern Texas coast, studying tundra-nesting birds at Prudhoe Bay Alaska, guiding the backpacking trips at Philmont Boy Scout Ranch. Tim began fighting fire with the Sawtooth Hotshots in 1994. He joined Chena Hotshots (BLM Alaska Fire Service) in 1995 and 1997. During the 1996 season, Tim completed a Masters research studying native brook trout in the Upper Peninsula of Michigan. Tim’s interest then expanded beyond suppression to prescribed fire with a winter burning season at Carolina Sandhills National Wildlife Refuge in the longleaf pine/wirgrass ecosystem of South Carolina. He spent a season with Zion Fire Use Module, before taking a position as fire ecologist for the Prescott National Forest. During the two years on the Prescott, Tim regularly worked on Prescott Hotshots. In 2000, he became wildlife biologist for the Marais des Cygnes and Flint Hills National Wildlife Refuges in eastern Kansas. His current position involves habitat restoration of bottomland hardwood forests, tallgrass prairie, and oak savannahs.
