Involves dealing with the chemical, tetrachloraethylene, commonly referred to as "PERC" and used in the dry cleaning industry (plus other).  Problem here involves ground water contamination and general disposal methods.  My client is very interested in working with any US partner whom has expertise/technology for dealing with this chemical.  In this case, PERC is being used in a parts washing operation.

Also, creosote continues to be a major problem here as old bridges containing timbers saturated with this chemical are dismantled.  Host government is searching for alternatives for disposal.  Any suggestions for contacts are welcome.

February Trade Leads

Dear Dan: 

When I was in Egypt a few weeks ago, I met with some developers who are looking for a UScompany to design, equip, and build a solid waste project.  I received the initial inquiry back in September from a friend over there.  At the time there was so little information that it was not possible to proceed on any level.  Over the months, information would slowly come in.  While in Egypt, they provided me with a great deal of information.

As a brief summary, the project includes municipal waste receptacles, 13 garbage trucks, organic waste separation equipment, an anaerobic organic digester, and the normal landfill for the non-recycled solid wastes.  The Egyptians want to use the organic waste and t
urn it into agricultural fertilizer.  The glass can be ground and sold, and the plastics recycled.

About two years ago, an Italian consulting company came to them claiming to have great new technologies for turning organic waste into fertilizer.  The Italians did a conceptual design and feasibility study.  When we looked at what they were proposing, we told the Egyptians that this was nothing new and that it was simple anaerobic digestion.  In short, we pulled the project away from the Italians.  The Egyptians would prefer to do business with a UD firm and have US equipment.

The financing is not in place at this time.  However, I have looked over their financials and their business plan.  The project will generate more than enough income to service the loan.  It is a bankable deal.  With US content, this would be an excellent candidate for US Ex Im Bank.  Based upon the Italian feasibility study, the project should run in the 10 to 12 million US dollar range.  The developers are prepared to put up 2 to 2.5 million of their own money. The developers are private sector and this is a private sector project.  The developers have a 50 year concession from the Egyptian government to collect and process the waste. 

I have run through our client list and this is not a fit.  Could you see if your folks might find someone capable and interested in pursuing this?  If so, have them contact me and I will get some information to them.  If their interest continues from that point, I will get them in contact directly with the principals.  The Egyptians are bugging me every other day to get something going.  I don’t want them to go back to the Italians if we can help it.

I am attaching a trade lead on a new plant of dehydrated fruit that will be built in the VI Region.  You may have heard about the new Free Trade Agreement in effect between Chile and the U.S.  Chile has signed approximately 50 free trade agreements and partnerships (EU, Canada, Mexico, Korea, Mercosur, Venezuela) and projects future ftas with India, Japan, China, etc.   

What does this have to do with the lead I am submitting?  

The implementation of the mentioned existing FTAs and the geographical situation together with Chile's climate conditions, have played a key role in positioning Chile as a key supplier of agricultural and agroindustrial products.  For example Chile is the second (about to beat Norway) largest producer and exporter of salmon (farmed), and has an important role in exporting fresh fruit and wine.  The markets opened by the FTAs, have caused the Chilean industry to turn to value-added products which will increase revenue for local companies.   This lead is a perfect example:  small producers unite their operations in one, and come up with a project to produce dehydrated fruit.  Please see the self-explanatory attached lead.

My client has recently taken 30,000 TOEIC english tests as a contractor for CORFO, State Development Corporation (Chilean government agency).  The testing resulted in the first official registry of English speaking workforce, which will be used by companies requiring certified English speaking employees (for example call centers and other services).   See IMI (Feb. 2004).  

The Chilean government and the Ministry of Education in particular have set priority for English language training and skills, which are necessary for businesses to conduct trade with foreign companies.
