Frame, clapboarding, front flush siding to
imitate ashlar; 2 1/2 stories, L-shaped, hipped roof, interior chimneys, rear center gabled with
Palladian window; projecting front center 2-story Doric pedimented entrance portico, off-center
pedimented entrance on each side; denticulated cornice, quoins; rear additions. Federal. Home of
Col. Loammi Baldwin; served as area social center. (See also Loammi Baldwin Mansion and
Middlesex Canal, MA.) Private.
