SBA DISASTER ASSISTANCE CENTERS TO CLOSE JUNE 21;
 N.J. LOAN APPROVALS TOP $17 MILLION
TRENTON, N.J. –The U.S. Small Business Administration (SBA) announced today that due to a steady decrease of activity, the Disaster Loan Outreach Centers (DLOCs) located in Camden, Burlington, Gloucester, Middlesex, Passaic and Essex counties will close Thursday, June 21, 2007 at the close of business.  The DLOCs located in Bergen and Somerset counties will remain open until further notice.
The SBA also announced that disaster assistance loan approvals for homeowners, renters and business owners in New Jersey who were affected by the Presidentially declared disaster for severe storms and flooding April 14-20, 2007 have topped $17.6 million. 

“As a major partner in the disaster recovery process, we are pleased to be able to get these loans approved so the residents of New Jersey can start rebuilding and begin resuming their normal lives,” said Frank Skaggs, Director of the SBA Field Operations Center East. “SBA is the primary source of long-term recovery assistance for restoring and rebuilding homes, personal property, non-farm businesses of all sizes and private non-profit organizations and sustained losses,” he added.
The SBA urges disaster victims to visit the Centers before the closings to obtain one-on-one assistance and information about SBA’s disaster assistance program. The SBA also encourages those victims who received applications to return the completed applications as quickly as possible.
