Ultrasound in Orbit on Space Station
Article from Advance. Ultrasound imaging selected as the medical tool of choice for serving the medical imaging needs of the astronauts heading for Mars. Philips HDI-5000 U.S. system was deployed aboard the space station as part of the Human Research Facility. Engineers determined that minimally trained personnel are capable of performing focused sonographic tasks in medical emergencies as long as they are provided with appropriate communications and real-time expert support during acquisition.
Microgravity presents different anatomy lessons to be learned because fluid-air levels change and organs within the abdominal and chest cavity shift making the window presentations different from what we are familiar with looking at on a monitor.

Preflight crew members training includes learning terminology, practice responding to verbal commands and they are reminded that the guidance expert on the ground is in charge of getting the images.

A real-time video downlink and bi-directional voice communications are used to remotely guide the astronauts to capture clinically useful imaging data for evaluation on the ground.
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
