Note: Where a screen is a multi-purpose screen the screen number assigned to the screen

the first time it is mentioned in this document is the number that is used throughout.

ASSUMPTIONS:

· For Add functionality, block number will be available on the maps on the MCD.

· For GPS Coordinate Collection, the enumerator will have the ability to exit the GPS Screen before the 10 seconds has expired.  

· AM will display the interview status codes in both numeric and text formats.  [AM Req. 3.1.20]
· AM must have date/time stamp functionality.  [AM Req. 3.1.25]
· AM data must be backed up daily to reduce data loss.  [AM Req. 3.1.27]
· AM screens shall have search and filter functionality, as specified.  [AM Req. 3.1.29]
· AM screens shall have sort functionality, as specified. [AM Req. 3.1.29]
· AM will receive an acknowledgement of receipt from OCS 2004 for cases sent to OCS 2004.  [AM Req. 3.1.13]
· AM software has the ability to do “touch display” (mouse over, bubble).

· The TMO developers will design the AM screens to provide the information and functionality required but will use their expertise to set the user interface in the most user-friendly, least complex manner within the proscribed parameters.  They will consult with FLD on the user interface.

· There will be a security login function that must be completed before the Menu appears.

· For Adds, if we capture a GPS coordinate, do we need to Geocode?  Responsibility – DMD  

Resolved:  No, We are not map-spotting

· Should we have a report for the CL broken down by case level?

Should we have a paper (CAPI-35 like) assignment list?  

Resolved:  Yes we will have a paper assignment list for each AA, although it will not be updated with the LMRs as AM will.

· How to handle address Apartment Mix-up situations?  Responsibility – FLD/DMD  [AM Req. 3.1.45]  
Resolved: The enumerator will attempt to handle simple apartment mixup situations using the AA Reference List and the instrument.  For more complex mixups the crew leader will resolve them using the DB-103A.  The enumerator will be instructed to stop work on all cases in that structure until the crew leader has identified the NRFU units.

1.1.1.7  GPS  [AM Req. 3.1.30]  

When the GPS function is selected the MCD will initiate capturing GPS coordinates.  While the coordinates are being captured a visible signal will appear (e.g. hour glass, spinning wheel) after10 seconds the capture will cease.  If the enumerator wishes to abort the capture during the 10 seconds they can hit the GPS button a second time.

Assignment Management will insert into the case record a value for the outcome of the capture.

Blank = not attempted

A = attempt aborted

U = attempt unsuccessful

S = attempt successful

If the coordinates have been captured (attempt successful “S”) the GPS Capture Indicator will display “Y”.  The Capture indicator will remain blank for any other capture outcome.

If the coordinates have been captured the enumerator will receive a message at the end of the 10 seconds (TBD e.g. Congratulations! Coordinates captured or a smiley face etc).  If no capture an unsuccessful message will appear (TBD)

Coordinates captured will be added to the NRFU address records in assignment management.  When records are transmitted, all associated GPS coordinates will be transmitted with record.  

See “FLD ‘04 Test GPS Decisions Version 2.2”.  This is a 2-page spec for GPS capture that Andrea Johnson wrote.  FLD and TMO both approved the contents.

Question:  Can the enumerator change GPS coordinates after they have been captured?  

     Yes, they can overwrite them by initiating GPS capture again, as long 

      as the case has not been transmitted.
