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Directions from Albuquerque International Airport to

the College of Santa Fe
From Albuquerque International Airport, take Yale and turn left on Gibson.  Stay on right lane and take the I-25 North Exit to Santa Fe.  The drive from Albuquerque to Santa Fe is approximately one hour.

Once you arrive in Santa Fe, you have two options.
1. You can take the Cerrillos Road exit off of I-25.  Stay on Cerrillos Road until you come to St. Michael’s Drive/Osage, turn right onto St. Michael’s Drive.  Almost immediately you will see the signage for the College of Santa Fe, you will be making another right hand turn into the college.
OR


2. You can take the St. Francis Drive Exit (US 285; exit #282).  Stay on St. Francis Drive (you will be traveling north) until you reach the St. Michael’s Drive exit.  Turn right onto the exit ramp, then left onto St. Michael’s Drive.  Stay on St. Michael’s Drive until you see the signage for the College of Santa Fe on your left.
