Clarifications/answers to questions addendum - version 1 - March 11, 2008

* On questions regarding whether responders need one 35 page submission or whether separate submissions are allowed or desired -  You can submit a separate 35 page submission for each target mission you are interested in (and the Comet/small body sample return has an earlier due date). Just a bit more on how we are likely to evaluate - Each target mission is likely to have a separate evaluation team so they will review the submission you intend for that team. You can also submit one version intended for multiple target missions as long as you make that clear and you specify which mission teams you want it to go to (for example a spacecraft submission that has enough information to show its application in all of target missions you are interested in). Facing page text is counted against the page count.

* The oral presentations are not limited to the material submitted as long the changes are additional details or analysis, etc. and not substantial changes in the design or approach. There can be separate oral presentations to each of the target mission teams you stated interest in, or we can have one presentation where all of the teams are present. We will work that out between the teams and you.

* The reason for the earlier Comet/Small Body Sample Return Mission due date is that that team has an internal study in late April and wants to allow for the possibility  of selecting a partner(s) before then. We were not trying to imply CNSR or CSSR will not be included in NF 3, just that we are (at least at this moment) not likely to propose it for NF 3 but rather wait for future opportunities like NF 4.

* One can propose alternative Comet/small body sample return approaches to the detailed approach outlined in the POD.

* Last two sentences at bottom of page 5, (detailed notes concerning the comet/small body sample return) should be ignored.
