An adult snailfish feeding on the eggs of Bamboo corals

Alvin collects a large bamboo coral, about 5 ft tall and 3 ft across, that was later aged to 70 years by scientists at Berkeley detecting the chemical signature of the atomic bomb in the growth rings of the gorgonin nodes

The snailfish escapes collection

6.48
Primnoid corals, heavily armored polyps on colonies growing up to 6 ft tall in 6500 feet of water

7.44
Bubblegum coral, Paragorgia arborea, in 2400 feet of water Warwick seamount. The red “Christmas tree” is a Paragorgia colony 5 feet tall, next to a glass vase sponge about 7 feet tall.

7.56
The Paragorgia colony is covered with ophiuroids, aka brittlestars, another relative of starfish. Galatheid crabs and shrimps are also present.
8.40
Close up on the arms of the brittlestars

8.55
A rockfish calls the Christmas tree ‘home’

9.10
Pan over to a large glass vase sponge. This is a true “silicate life form”, a living sponge made of glass. The sponge is home to hundreds of shrimp, and one large red crab hiding in the shadows.

9.52
Alvin collected the specimen for age identification. This collection demonstrated the abundance of life growing on many deep sea corals. Alaskan bottom trawlers rip hundreds of these from the bottom each and every day.
