This Invitation for Tenders follows the General Procurement Notice for this project which was initially published on the EBRD’s website on 16 December 2005 (ref. 5169-GPN-32011) and updated on 8 July 2008 (ref. 5779-GPN-32011).

Municipal Communal Production Enterprise “Dniprovodocanal” hereinafter referred to as the Purchaser, intends using part of the proceeds of a loan from the European Bank for Reconstruction and Development (the Bank) towards the cost of Dnipropetrovsk Municipal Water Services Development Project.

The Purchaser now invites sealed tenders from suppliers for the following contract to be funded from part of the proceeds of the loan:

To be qualified for the award of a contract, tenderers must satisfy the following requirements:

• in the case of a tenderer offering to supply the Goods under the Contract which the tenderer does not manufacture or otherwise produce (with the exception of the Laptop Computer), the tenderer has been duly authorised by the Goods’ manufacturer or producer to supply the Goods in the Purchaser’s country;

• over the last five (5) years the tenderer has successfully completed as a supplier of at least three (3) contracts for supply of the similar Goods, of a nature and complexity comparable to the proposed contract. The tenderer shall submit, at least, the following information on each completed contract: name of the contract, specification of the delivered goods, the dates of commencement and completion of the contract, the purchaser’s contact details or the purchaser’s written confirmation of the successful completion of the appropriate contract by the tenderer;

• the tenderer or its agent will be able to carry out the Supplier’s training courses performing, spare parts stocking and supplying, repair, maintenance, warranty service obligations, prescribed for the tenderer in these tender documents, and to secure possibility of the Goods post-warranty service in Ukraine;

• the tenderer is not declared bankrupt and is not engaged in any litigation, arbitration or administrative proceedings, the outcome of which might have a material effect on the tenderer’s business, operations or financial conditions or the ability of the tenderer to perform any of its obligations under the proposed contract.
