The NASA Goddard Space Flight Center (GSFC) is the sponsor of the Geo-Quick Ride program.  

We are interested in having interested vendors develop a general list of tasks that they envision are needed to accommodate a flight instrument on their commercial geo-synchronous spacecraft, to complete spacecraft testing and launch and to support operations of the instrument for a period of three years. A rough order of magnitude (ROM) cost of performing that set of tasks is also requested.
