Management of Legumes in Pasture Land (Job Sheet G-3)
Definition
Managing the quantity and quality of legumes in pastureland through prescribed grazing which includes proper timing of grazing, adequate rest periods and managed utilization levels.
Purpose
Improve soil fertility, soil quality, forage quality, and wildlife habitat.
Where Used
On existing pasture lands.
Enhancement Specification
Legumes will make up 10 to 50 percent of the species composition by weight.  They will be allowed to grow to a 6–10 inch height prior to initial and subsequent grazing periods and never be grazed no closer than a 3 inch stubble height.  Always allow legumes to reach an 8 inch height before a killing frost
Operation and Maintenance
Rotational grazing will be applied to meet the specification requirements listed above.  Use the following table for documentation and attach a plan map showing the location of the management units where you are managing legumes.  An example is provided to assist you.
