Tt would be nice if Bobby sent
his plane, if this patriot Heeds it,
or something.

1t would be nice: 1f such politi-
cians and others 5o eager to dram-
atize their reverence for Dr. Mar-
tin Luther King Jr., who led s0
many demonstratlens that prompt-
ly invelved flag buinings and °
draft-card burnings and were ab-
solutely sure to lead to violence,
at least sent Mlot-Mroz a get-well
card.

They eve’rlastingly dramatize
their interest in minorities. Well,
Mlot-Mroz is 2 minority of one.

The question of how the majot-
ity should treat a minority is fuo-
damental in a free, society. Bit
so is the question of Liow a minof-
ity should tfreat the majority.
Are the ‘Tights” of demonstrators
more important than the suffer-
ers? If Wahington march leader
Rev. Ralph Abefnathy is a ‘hero,
what's the matter with Mot Mroz'?

“Those who, pander to demoti-
stators say they are on the side
of the underdog - - and who isn't?
But an underdog who defics a mi-
nority that represents voles is
apparently not an underdeg. The
best he ean get out of the politi-
cal blow-hards is “Toot-toet, Toot-
sie, goodbye.”

It would be nice if our pubhc
could feel thaf politicians whao
glorify demonstrators, often by
joining in the march, are at least
‘sincere when they whoop it up
for “the right of assembly.” But
