INSTRUCTIONS - Application for Fiscal Year 2010 Appropriations Project Funding

DEADLINE FOR APPLICATIONS:  Friday, February 27 @ 5 pm

This is the internal application for submitting member-sponsored requests to the Office of Representative Elijah E. Cummings.  Requests should be submitted via email to the appropriate staff person (see page 2) and to Ms. Nikki Jones, Legislative Director by 5 pm on Friday, February 27, 2009.  If you are requesting funds for more than one project, you must also provide a complete list of projects in order of priority.  
A maximum of one project will be submitted to each House Appropriations Subcommittee.  Furthermore, there is usually a limit on the number of requests that can be submitted to each Subcommittee.  Therefore, not all requests to Congressman Cummings are able to be submitted.  
Please note that the Appropriations Committee has not yet finalized its FY 2010 forms, so additional information about your request may be required to conform to the Committee’s application requirements. Also, please be advised that the House Appropriations Subcommittee on Defense generally requires its own application form and, should that again be the case; you will be sent a copy of that form to complete as soon as it becomes available.   
The funding available for member-sponsored projects are limited, and there is no guarantee that funding can be secured for a particular project.  In addition, while project funding may be recommended in the House-passed version of an appropriations bill, only those projects included in the final, enacted version of the bill will be funded.  Recipients of federal funding sponsored by Congressman Cummings are asked to keep him and the appropriate staff member informed about the status of their projects.

Funding for projects designated in the enacted appropriations bills is administered by executive branch agencies as non-competitive grants or contracts.  Designated grant recipients must complete an application from the relevant agency and are subject to that agency’s oversight requirements.  For planning purposes, please be advised that any funding designated through the FY 2010 bills may not be available until mid-2010, and perhaps later, depending on when the bills pass and how quickly the recipient completes the application requirements.  Note that federal law requires that an environmental assessment be performed for any federally-funded project involving construction or renovation.  In addition, some agencies retain a percentage of the amount appropriated for a project to cover administrative costs.
