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1.0 Overview

This guide is designed to assist primacy agencies who choose to move directly from using SDWIS/STATE 8.0 in production to using SDWIS/STATE 2.0 in production. Primacy agencies who choose not to use SDWIS/STATE Web 1.0 in production will still need to schema migrate to that release as part of moving to SDWIS/STATE 2.0. This guide is formatted as a series of checklists to ensure your primacy agency performs the steps required for data to be migrated from a SDWIS/STATE 8.0 schema through the SDWIS/STATE Web 1.0 (SSWR1) schema, and finally to the SDWIS/STATE 2.0 schema.

Most of the referenced documentation and software is available for download from the EPA website, http://www.epa.gov/safewater/sdwis_st/current.html.  The remainder of the required software should be requested from SDWIS User Support.  A file containing the SSWR1 pre-schema migration package and all Software Incident Report (SIR) scripts for your target DBMS will be provided to you in a zip file named SS2.0 Checklist Scripts – dbms.zip.
Although it is not a requirement that the SDWIS/STATE Web Release 1.0.3 application be deployed, it is recommended so that the data migration from SDWIS/STATE 8.0 to SDWIS/STATE Web Release 1.0 schema can be verified.  If you choose to not use the SDWIS/STATE Web Release 1.0.3 web application to confirm correct and complete data migration, you should choose some other method of data confirmation.
