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YANKTON SIOUX TRIBE RECEIVES FEDERAL FUNDING





MARTY -  USDA Rural Development State Director Lynn D. Jensen presented federal funding to the Yankton Sioux Tribe for upgrades to their solid waste site.  Rural Development Director Les Boehmer and Rural Development Manager Sherrie Lewis also attended the event.





This project is the first of a two-phase project.  USDA Rural Development solid waste management grant funds in the amount of $600,000 will be used to assist in the purchase of solid waste equipment including a backhoe, tractor, compactor truck, 100 containers and tarping.  In addition, a 48-foot by 96-foot building will be constructed to protect the equipment purchased from the elements of the weather and vandalism.





State Director Lynn D. Jensen said, “I am pleased USDA Rural Development funds will be used to assist the Yankton Sioux Tribe with the upgrade of equipment for maintenance of their solid waste program and construction of a storage site for equipment.  This project will serve 2,633 individuals.”





MaDonna Archambeau, Yankton Sioux Tribal Chairwoman, said, “It is a great honor to receive this Native American set aside grant of $600,000 for the solid waste project.  The Yankton Sioux Tribal Utilities Department should be commended for their hard work in submitting this grant application.”
