	Overview:
	This workshop is a condensed (four hour) version of the three-day course, “Learning Objectives for Risk Assessment for Air Toxics: Tools for Balancing Science and Judgment”, developed by U.S. EPA. The purpose of this intensive workshop is to give participants an initial introduction to: 
· Key concepts and terms related to air toxics risk assessments;
· Basic steps and tools used to conduct and evaluate risk assessments;
· The importance of scoping and planning a risk assessment;
· How balancing rigor and uncertainty within time and resource constraints affects a risk assessment;
· The basic process of, and the information needed to support, risk-based decision making; and
· Resources to aid in conducting and evaluating risk assessments. 

	Bruce Hope has been with the Oregon Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) since 1995, where he is a senior environmental toxicologist for the Air Quality Division.  He is presently responsible for establishing the Air Toxics Science Advisory Committee (ATSAC).  In 2000-01, while on leave from DEQ, he served as an American Association for the Advancement of Science (AAAS) risk policy fellow at the U.S. Department of Agriculture in Washington DC, where he worked on food safety, microbial risk, and bioterrorism issues.  Bruce holds MS and PhD degrees in biology (aquatic toxicology) from the University of Southern California and a BA degree from the University of California.
Julie Wroble has been a toxicologist in Region 10 for four years.  Prior to that she was a consultant.  Julie spent two summers counting asbestos fibers during her college years and mistakenly put that experience on her resume when applying for her position at EPA.  As a result, she's one of the core members of the Asbestos TRW, a group of agency scientists working on asbestos issues.  She also worked on risk assessments for nerve gas incinerators, dioxin-spewing pulp mills, industrially polluted river systems, and formerly used defense sites, to name a few.  Julie holds a BA in Biology/Environmental Science from Rice University and an MS in Environmental Health, Toxicology focus from the University of Washington.

	Running-Grass is an Environmental Justice Specialist in the Environmental Justice Program at the EPA office in Seattle.  He develops and provides Environmental Justice training to communities, and agencies at all levels of government, corporations, tribes and other entities. 

Prior to transferring to Region 10, he served in the Environmental Justice program in Region 9, San Francisco for eight years.  While there, he also worked extensively on the environmental health dimensions of Environmental Justice serving on the SB 702 Expert Working Group for Environmental Health Tracking in California.

Prior to working for EPA, Running-Grass held the position of Executive Director of Three Circles Center for Multicultural Environmental Education, a non-profit organization which develops cultural approaches to environmental education and communication.  In that capacity he was active in the Environmental Justice movement nationally and was one of 300 delegates to the First National People of Color Environmental Leadership Summit in 1991.
