Forest Reference Stream Water Monitoring

Long-term continuous monitoring of forest streams in protected landscapes can document characteristics over the natural range of channel forming water-flows. This information can be used to determine a normal range of chemical and physical conditions. Complimentary measurements describing stream channel geomorphology provide a necessary context for interpreting results. The Rosgen stream channel classification system allows effective organization and communication of measurements. Understanding natural variation is essential to informed management decision-making in areas such as BMP implementation, watershed restoration, and TMDL allocation.
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
