US sanctions, export, or re-export controls regulations are applied when firms:

· Sell or resell U.S. origin products or services

· Sell or resell products, parts or components using U.S. origin technology 

· Use U.S. origin parts and components in a manufacturing or assembly process

· Incorporate U.S. origin subsystems and technology into products

· Sell products with U.S.-origin to domestic customers that export these products

· Reexport U.S. origin products or technology to sensitive destinations
Goal of the seminar:

	The increasing integration of the global economy has led to an increase in sales and re-sales of U.S. products, both as trading goods (e.g. measures) or in assembled condition (e.g. assembled in domestic products such as chips in an electronic control system or computers in a manufacturing machine). 

Even if a U.S. product has been imported legally, it doesn’t mean that this product can be exported without U.S. license!  Neglecting U.S. re-export regulations can lead to an exclusion from trade with American goods.

As an international dealing company, it is up to you to consider national regulations, EU-regulations and U.S. regulations.

In this seminar you will learn when and how U.S. sanctions, export and re-export control regulations are applied and how to transfer this knowledge into your daily business in order to avoid unintentional diversion of U.S. products and technology to sensitive activities and destinations.

Handling with the sensitive matter of export control regulations responsibly is of existential importance for companies. This background will enable you to act within the law.
