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INTENT





To clarify process used in ordering Incident Supplies ie, meals, drinks, miscellaneous items and Incident Replacement for ALL incidents within the Northern Great Plains initial attack response zone.   





PROCEDURE





	INCIDENT SUPPLY ORDERS


All incident supply orders will be ordered through Northern Great Plains Interagency Dispatch Center (GPC), either through initial attack, or expanded.  GPC will be responsible for determining the process needed to procure supplies for each agency within the IA zone, following the information below.


		


   Forest Service – For forest service incidents on both Black Hills and Nebraska National forests:





Smaller type 4 and 5 Incident commanders would order meals, drinks, etc with GPC via radio and/or cell phone.  GPC will be responsible for issuing the Supply numbers, and calling the appropriate Support Services personnel on each district to procure and arrange delivery of such supplies.  It will be the districts responsibility to ensure GPC has updated phone lists and availability of support personnel to be notified to expedite the process.  For type 3 incidents the process would be the same however, these orders could be through GPC initial attack or expanded, depending on the status of expanded dispatch.  For incidents above type 3, orders will be managed by the Incident Management Team and/or the Buying Team. 














National Park Service





The same process shall be used for National Park Service incidents however Karri Fischer or her designee will be the support services contact for ALL the National Parks within GPC’s initial attack zone.





South Dakota State Wildland Fire (SDS)





Smaller type 4 and 5 Incident commanders would order meals, drinks, etc with GPC via radio and/or cell phone.  GPC will be responsible for issuing the Supply numbers, and then utilizing SDS meal agreements will arrange for meals and delivery as well. For type 3 incidents the process would be the same however, these orders could be through GPC initial attack or expanded, depending on the status of expanded dispatch.  For incidents above type 3, orders will be managed by the Incident Management Team and/or the Buying Team. 








		








INCIDENT REPLACEMENT


All incident replacement requests should follow direction from Chapter 30 in the Interagency Incident Business Management Handbook, replacement requests shall be processed within 30 days of the incident being called controlled.  Local units shall utilize and track these Supply number blocks when ordering incident replacement for Type 3, 4, and 5 incidents.  Type 1 and 2 incidents, requests should be placed with the supply unit of the incident management team, per their procedures

SDS


For SDS incidents, all replacement requests need to follow the guidelines set forth in SD WFS SOP #28 – “Ordering Process for Incident Supplies and Replacement”, effective July 1, 2006.





SD WFS SOP #28 states all requests for incident replacement items on SDS incidents will be accompanied by a completed USDA/USDI Form 289 “Property Loss or Damage Report” or an ICS Form 213 signed by the IC or Section chief from a Type I or II IMT.


All requests are routed per channels as outlined in the SOP.
