HEARTLAND GRAIN FUELS, LP AWARDED FEDERAL FUNDING
ABERDEEN - USDA Rural Development State Director Lynn D. Jensen was in town today to present Heartland Grain Fuels, LP with an award of federal funding to assist with market development.  Rural Development Director Bruce Jones and Rural Development Manager Janell Telin were also in attendance at the event. 
Heartland Grain Fuels, LP will receive a USDA Rural Development Value-Added Agricultural Product Market Development Grant in the amount of $150,000 to be leveraged with an applicant contribution of $150,000 to make their plant more profitable and efficient and thereby assure their survival and the jobs that the project supports.  The applicant currently produces ethanol from corn.  They are interested in bio-refining or further processing the existing corn through an identity preserved process or seeing what products can be added to their plant to diversify their current product mix.  Heartland Grain Fuels, LP is a producer owned fuel ethanol production company headquartered in Aberdeen.  Heartland Grain Fuels, LP owns and operates two corn dry-grind ethanol plants located in Aberdeen and Huron.  These plants produce 10 million gallons and 14 million gallons of ethanol per year, respectively.
State Director Lynn D. Jensen said, “I am pleased to award these grants funds to Heartland Grain Fuels, LP. The grant funds will assist the applicant with business development which will result in increased economic opportunities for rural South Dakota including the creation of jobs.”
