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Report Highlights:
The recently released Corish report on future directions for Australian agriculture proposes progressive and far-reaching actions on international trade, biotechnology, and quarantine.   The report recommends a greater focus on innovation, cutting regulatory red tape and more effective supply chains.

On February 16, 2006, The Agriculture and Food Policy Reference Group released its report, “Creating Our Future:  Agriculture and Food Policy for the Next Generation”.   Agriculture Minister McGauran commissioned the report in March 2005 to help guide the development of future directions in Australian agricultural policies.  The reference group was chaired by National Farmers’ Federation President Peter Corish, and the report is referred to as ‘The Corish Report.’

The Corish Report findings affect governments at all levels, as well as industry, and cover matters as diverse as trade, biotechnology, natural resources, transport, quarantine and biosecurity.  It also examines the sector’s capacity to adapt to change and remain competitive.  Generally, the Corish Report is optimistic about the sector’s future, but warns that there are major challenges ahead.  

Report Highlights:    

International Markets:  Because Australia exports about two-thirds of its farm output, it must maintain an ambitious approach to trade reform in the WTO.   Australia should pursue FTAs that cover all trade, including agriculture, if they are consistent with its WTO objectives.  

Biotechnology:  The report calls for an immediate lifting of the state moratoria on biotechnology as Australia’s competitive advantages are threatened by limited adoption of the technology.  The report cites North American research to develop GM wheat that emulates Australian prime hard wheat, a major export to Asian markets.  

Quarantine and Biosecurity:  The import risk assessment (IRA) process should be streamlined to improve confidence in the system, minimize delays and relieve pressure on quarantine arrangements.  

Market Dynamics:  Competition regulation and enforcement must keep pace with developments in the agriculture sector.  The report notes that the phasing out of statutory marketing arrangements has given more responsibility and choice to farmers who can now respond to increasingly complex market demands.  Good market information and entrepreneurial skills are essential to make the most of this greater flexibility.

Research and Development:  Investment in R&D is crucial to generate innovation in the agriculture sector.  

Labor, Supply, Education and Training:  To address the labor shortage, report proposes training, improved employment conditions and management practices, consideration of the concept of guest workers—but any major changes to Australia’s longstanding migration policies must be analyzed carefully.
