1.  52.212-4 CONTRACT TERMS AND CONDITIONS-COMMERCIAL ITEMS (OCT 2003)
(a) Inspection/Acceptance. The Contractor shall only tender for acceptance those items that conform to the requirements of this contract. The Government reserves the right to inspect or test any supplies or services that have been tendered for acceptance. The Government may require repair or replacement of nonconforming supplies or reperformance of nonconforming services at no increase in contract price. The Government must exercise its post-acceptance rights- 

(1) Within a reasonable time after the defect was discovered or should have been discovered; and 

(2) Before any substantial change occurs in the condition of the item, unless the change is due to the defect in the item. 

(b) Assignment. The Contractor or its assignee may assign its rights to receive payment due as a result of performance of this contract to a bank, trust company, or other financing institution, including any Federal lending agency in accordance with the Assignment of Claims Act (31 U.S.C. 3727). However, when a third party makes payment (e.g., use of the Governmentwide commercial purchase card), the Contractor may not assign its rights to receive payment under this contract. 

(c) Changes. Changes in the terms and conditions of this contract may be made only by written agreement of the parties. 

(d) Disputes. This contract is subject to the Contract Disputes Act of 1978, as amended (41 U.S.C. 601-613). Failure of the parties to this contract to reach agreement on any request for equitable adjustment, claim, appeal or action arising under or relating to this contract shall be a dispute to be resolved in accordance with the clause at FAR 52.233-1, Disputes, which is incorporated herein by reference. The Contractor shall proceed diligently with performance of this contract, pending final resolution of any dispute arising under the contract. 

(e) Definitions. The clause at FAR 52.202-1, Definitions, is incorporated herein by reference. 

(f) Excusable delays. The Contractor shall be liable for default unless nonperformance is caused by an occurrence beyond the reasonable control of the Contractor and without its fault or negligence such as, acts of God or the public enemy, acts of the Government in either its sovereign or contractual capacity, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, unusually severe weather, and delays of common carriers. The Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer in writing as soon as it is reasonably possible after the commencement of any excusable delay, setting forth the full particulars in connection therewith, shall remedy such occurrence with all reasonable dispatch, and shall promptly give written notice to the Contracting Officer of the cessation of such occurrence. 

(g) Invoice. 

(1) The Contractor shall submit an original invoice and three copies (or electronic invoice, if authorized) to the address designated in the contract to receive invoices. An invoice must include- 

(i) Name and address of the Contractor; 

(ii) Invoice date and number; 

(iii) Contract number, contract line item number and, if applicable, the order number; 

(iv) Description, quantity, unit of measure, unit price and extended price of the items delivered; 

(v) Shipping number and date of shipment, including the bill of lading number and weight of shipment if shipped on Government bill of lading; 

(vi) Terms of any discount for prompt payment offered; 

(vii) Name and address of official to whom payment is to be sent; 

(viii) Name, title, and phone number of person to notify in event of defective invoice; and 

(ix) Taxpayer Identification Number (TIN). The Contractor shall include its TIN on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract. 

(x) Electronic funds transfer (EFT) banking information. 

(A) The Contractor shall include EFT banking information on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract. 

(B) If EFT banking information is not required to be on the invoice, in order for the invoice to be a proper invoice, the Contractor shall have submitted correct EFT banking information in accordance with the applicable solicitation provision, contract clause (e.g., 52.232-33, Payment by Electronic Funds Transfer-Central Contractor Registration, or 52.232-34, Payment by Electronic Funds Transfer-Other Than Central Contractor Registration), or applicable agency procedures. 

(C) EFT banking information is not required if the Government waived the requirement to pay by EFT. 

(2) Invoices will be handled in accordance with the Prompt Payment Act (31 U.S.C. 3903) and Office of Management and Budget (OMB) prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR part 1315. 

(h) Patent indemnity. The Contractor shall indemnify the Government and its officers, employees and agents against liability, including costs, for actual or alleged direct or contributory infringement of, or inducement to infringe, any United States or foreign patent, trademark or copyright, arising out of the performance of this contract, provided the Contractor is reasonably notified of such claims and proceedings. 

(i) Payment.- 

(1) Items accepted. Payment shall be made for items accepted by the Government that have been delivered to the delivery destinations set forth in this contract. 

(2) Prompt payment. The Government will make payment in accordance with the Prompt Payment Act (31 U.S.C. 3903) and prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR part 1315. 

(3) Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT). If the Government makes payment by EFT, see 52.212-5(b) for the appropriate EFT clause. 

(4) Discount. In connection with any discount offered for early payment, time shall be computed from the date of the invoice. For the purpose of computing the discount earned, payment shall be considered to have been made on the date which appears on the payment check or the specified payment date if an electronic funds transfer payment is made. 

(5) Overpayments. If the Contractor becomes aware of a duplicate contract financing or invoice payment or that the Government has otherwise overpaid on a contract financing or invoice payment, the Contractor shall immediately notify the Contracting Officer and request instructions for disposition of the overpayment. 

(j) Risk of loss. Unless the contract specifically provides otherwise, risk of loss or damage to the supplies provided under this contract shall remain with the Contractor until, and shall pass to the Government upon: 

(1) Delivery of the supplies to a carrier, if transportation is f.o.b. origin; or 

(2) Delivery of the supplies to the Government at the destination specified in the contract, if transportation is f.o.b. destination. 

(k) Taxes. The contract price includes all applicable Federal, State, and local taxes and duties. 

(l) Termination for the Government's convenience. The Government reserves the right to terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for its sole convenience. In the event of such termination, the Contractor shall immediately stop all work hereunder and shall immediately cause any and all of its suppliers and subcontractors to cease work. Subject to the terms of this contract, the Contractor shall be paid a percentage of the contract price reflecting the percentage of the work performed prior to the notice of termination, plus reasonable charges the Contractor can demonstrate to the satisfaction of the Government using its standard record keeping system, have resulted from the termination. The Contractor shall not be required to comply with the cost accounting standards or contract cost principles for this purpose. This paragraph does not give the Government any right to audit the Contractor's records. The Contractor shall not be paid for any work performed or costs incurred which reasonably could have been avoided. 

(m) Termination for cause. The Government may terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for cause in the event of any default by the Contractor, or if the Contractor fails to comply with any contract terms and conditions, or fails to provide the Government, upon request, with adequate assurances of future performance. In the event of termination for cause, the Government shall not be liable to the Contractor for any amount for supplies or services not accepted, and the Contractor shall be liable to the Government for any and all rights and remedies provided by law. If it is determined that the Government improperly terminated this contract for default, such termination shall be deemed a termination for convenience. 

(n) Title. Unless specified elsewhere in this contract, title to items furnished under this contract shall pass to the Government upon acceptance, regardless of when or where the Government takes physical possession. 

(o) Warranty. The Contractor warrants and implies that the items delivered hereunder are merchantable and fit for use for the particular purpose described in this contract. 

(p) Limitation of liability. Except as otherwise provided by an express warranty, the Contractor will not be liable to the Government for consequential damages resulting from any defect or deficiencies in accepted items. 

(q) Other compliances. The Contractor shall comply with all applicable Federal, State and local laws, executive orders, rules and regulations applicable to its performance under this contract. 

(r) Compliance with laws unique to Government contracts. The Contractor agrees to comply with 31 U.S.C. 1352 relating to limitations on the use of appropriated funds to influence certain Federal contracts; 18 U.S.C. 431 relating to officials not to benefit; 40 U.S.C. 327, et seq., Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act; 41 U.S.C. 51-58, Anti-Kickback Act of 1986; 41 U.S.C. 265 and 10 U.S.C. 2409 relating to whistleblower protections; 49 U.S.C. 40118, Fly American; and 41 U.S.C. 423 relating to procurement integrity. 

(s) Order of precedence. Any inconsistencies in this solicitation or contract shall be resolved by giving precedence in the following order: 

(1) The schedule of supplies/services. 

(2) The Assignments, Disputes, Payments, Invoice, Other Compliances, and Compliance with Laws Unique to Government Contracts paragraphs of this clause. 

(3) The clause at 52.212-5. 

(4) Addenda to this solicitation or contract, including any license agreements for computer software. 

(5) Solicitation provisions if this is a solicitation. 

(6) Other paragraphs of this clause. 

(7) The Standard Form 1449. 

(8) Other documents, exhibits, and attachments. 

(9) The specification. 

(t) Central Contractor Registration (CCR). 

(1) Unless exempted by an addendum to this contract, the Contractor is responsible during performance and through final payment of any contract for the accuracy and completeness of the data within the CCR database, and for any liability resulting from the Government's reliance on inaccurate or incomplete data. To remain registered in the CCR database after the initial registration, the Contractor is required to review and update on an annual basis from the date of initial registration or subsequent updates its information in the CCR database to ensure it is current, accurate and complete. Updating information in the CCR does not alter the terms and conditions of this contract and is not a substitute for a properly executed contractual document. 

(2)(i) If a Contractor has legally changed its business name, "doing business as" name, or division name (whichever is shown on the contract), or has transferred the assets used in performing the contract, but has not completed the necessary requirements regarding novation and change-of-name agreements in FAR Subpart 42.12, the Contractor shall provide the responsible Contracting Officer a minimum of one business day's written notification of its intention to (A) change the name in the CCR database; (B) comply with the requirements of Subpart 42.12; and (C) agree in writing to the timeline and procedures specified by the responsible Contracting Officer. The Contractor must provide with the notification sufficient documentation to support the legally changed name. 

(ii) If the Contractor fails to comply with the requirements of paragraph (t)(2)(i) of this clause, or fails to perform the agreement at paragraph (t)(2)(i)(C) of this clause, and, in the absence of a properly executed novation or change-of-name agreement, the CCR information that shows the Contractor to be other than the Contractor indicated in the contract will be considered to be incorrect information within the meaning of the "Suspension of Payment" paragraph of the electronic funds transfer (EFT) clause of this contract. 

(3) The Contractor shall not change the name or address for EFT payments or manual payments, as appropriate, in the CCR record to reflect an assignee for the purpose of assignment of claims (see Subpart 32.8, Assignment of Claims). Assignees shall be separately registered in the CCR database. Information provided to the Contractor's CCR record that indicates payments, including those made by EFT, to an ultimate recipient other than that Contractor will be considered to be incorrect information within the meaning of the "Suspension of payment" paragraph of the EFT clause of this contract.

2.  52.217-8 OPTION TO EXTEND SERVICES (NOV 1999)

The Government may require continued performance of any services within the limits and at the rates specified in the contract. These rates may be adjusted only as a result of revisions to prevailing labor rates provided by the Secretary of Labor. The option provision may be exercised more than once, but the total extension of performance hereunder shall not exceed 6 months. The Contracting Officer may exercise the option by written notice to the Contractor within 30 day prior to the expiration of the contract or exercised option periods.

3.  52.217-9 OPTION TO EXTEND THE TERM OF THE CONTRACT (MAR 2000)

1. GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS

1.1 SCOPE OF WORK

Western Area Power Administration (Western’s) operation and maintenance (O&M) forces utilize a variety of specialized equipment, including insulated and noninsulated aerial manlifts, digger-derricks (with manlift buckets or platforms), and line trucks (cranes), for maintaining transmission lines and substation equipment.  A tabulation of the equipment to be tested, including type, manufacturer, load capacity, boom length, and location, is contained in Section B of the contract document.  

Acoustic emission (AE) testing has gained acceptance throughout the electric power industry as “state-of-the-art” for evaluating the integrity of fiberglass and steel boom sections of aerial manlift units.  AE testing also supplements other nondestructive testing procedures such as radiographic (X-ray), ultrasonic, magnetic particle, live load, and dye penetrant used by many testing organizations for testing booms and other critical parts of digger-derricks and mobile cranes.
The Contractor shall furnish all management, tools, supplies, equipment, labor, and supervision necessary to perform AE and other nondestructive testing services detailed in this performance work statement (PWS) for the Rocky Mountain Regional (RMR) Office located at 5555 East Crossroads Boulevard, Loveland, Colorado and the RMR Field Offices located in Brush, CO; Cheyenne, WY; Casper, WY; Cody, WY; Gering, NE; Montrose, CO; Craig, CO; Kremmling, CO; and Waterflow, NM.  Western will provide personnel to operate the equipment being tested.  
1.2 BUSINESS HOURS

Business hours are from 7:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. Monday through Friday.   However, most field maintenance personnel work from 6:30 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. Monday through Thursday.

1.3 HOLIDAYS
Holidays observed by Government employees (other than the Dispatchers) are New Year’s Day, Martin Luther King Day, Presidents Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Columbus Day, Veterans Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.
1.4 GOVERNMENT PERSONNEL

The CORs are responsible for giving the Contractor any special instructions or guidance necessary to complete the work; however, they have no authority to alter the terms and/or conditions of the contract.  

1.5 CONTRACTOR PERSONNEL

The Contractor shall provide a staff of fully trained and qualified personnel capable of performing AE and other nondestructive testing.  Personnel shall be familiar with the design, manufacture, and operation of insulated aerial personnel devices.  Personnel shall be American Society for Nondestrictive Testing (ASNT) TC-1A certified in nondestructive testing procedures which are used in the inpesction of utility transport equipment.  Personnel shall also have the knowledge and capability to interpret test data so as to readily determine critical deficiencies and imminent dangers of the equipment under test.
1.6 EQUIPMENT
The contractor shall determine and furnish all equipment required for the performance of the work under this contract. All equipment shall comply with applicable OSHA guidelines, and shall be in good operating condition.  The Contractor will operate the equipment in accordance with the original manufacturer’s recommendation.  At a minimum, the following equipment is required to support a nondestructive testing program for aeriel manlifts and crane/manlifts (digger-derricks):

1.6.1 Portable (or van-mounted) equipment for conducting AE tests on steel and fiberglass boom sections, including, but not limited to:

1.6.1.1 Sensors - AE sensors shall be temperature stable over the range of use and shall not exhibit sensitivity changes greater than 3 decibels (dB) over this range.  Sensors shall be shielded against radio frequency and electromagnetic noise interference through proper shielding pratice and/or differential (anti-coincident) element design.  Sensors shall have omnidirectional response, with variations not exceeding 4 dB from the peak response.

1.6.1.1.1 High Frenquency Sensors used on metal components of the aerial device shall have high sensitivity between 100 kilohertz (kHz) and 400 kHz.  Minimum sensitivity shall be -80 dB referred to 1 volt/microbar, determined by face-to-face ultrasonic calibration.  AE sensors used in the same test should not vary in peak sensitivity more than 3 dB from the average.
1.6.1.1.2 (2)
Low-Frequency Sensors used on fiberglass components of the aerial device shall have peak sensitivity between 20 kHz and 75 kHz.  Minimum sensitivity shall be equivalent or greater than high-sensitivity accelerometers with frequency response in that range.  High-frequency sensors with resonant response not greater than 200 kHz may be substituted for low-frequency sensors, provided that area coverage is adjusted accordingly.

1.6.1.1.3 Up to two sensors may be communed into a single channel.

1.6.1.2 Signal Cable - The signal cable from sensor to preamp shall not exceed 6 feet in length and shall be shielded against electromagnetic interference.  This requirement is omitted where the preamplifier is mounted in the sensor housing or a line-driving (matched impedance) sensor is used.
1.6.1.3 Preamplifier - The preamplifier may be separate or may be mounted in the sensor housing.  If the preamp is of differential design, a minimum of 40 dB of common-mode noise rejection shall be provided.  Unfiltered frequency response shall not vary more than 3 dB over the frequency range of 20 kHz to 400 kHz and over the temperature range of use. 
For sensors with integral preamps, frequency response characteristics may be confined to a range consistent with the operational frequency of the sensor.
1.6.1.4 Filters - Filters shall be of the band pass or high pass type, and shall provide a minimum of –24 dB/octave signal attenuation.  Filters may be located in preamplifier or post-preamplifier circuits, or may be integrated into the component design of the sensor, preamp, or processor to limit frequency response.  Filters and/or integral design characteristics shall ensure that the principal processing frequency from metal sensors is of less than 100 kHz, and for low-frequency sensors not less than 25 kHz.

1.6.1.5 Power-Signal Cable - The cable providing power to the preamplifier and conducting the amplified signal to the main processor shall be shielded against electromagnetic noise.  Signal loss shall be no more than 1 dB per 100 feet of cable length.  Five hundred feet is the recommended maximum cable length to avoid excessive signal attenuation.  Digital or radio transmission of signals is allowed consistent with standard practice in transmitting those signal forms.
1.6.1.6 Main Amplifiers - The main amplifier, if used, shall have signal response with variations not exceeding 3 dB over the frequency range of 20 kHz to 400 kHz and temperature range of use.  The main amplifier shall have adjustable gain or an adjustable threshold for event detection and counting.

1.6.1.7 Main Processor
1.6.1.7.1 General - The main processors shall have a minimum of eight independent channel inputs for signal processing of events.  If mixer(s) are used, first-hit event processing for each channel must be provided.
Independent processing of counts, events, and amplitude (per event) for each channel is preferred; but as a minimum, two active processing circuits shall process counts and amplitude information from metal and fiberglass channels independently.  The system shall be capable of processing and storing at least 100 events per second for limited periods of time.

1.6.1.7.2 Peak Amplitude Detection - Usable dynamic range shall be a minimum of 60 dB with 5-dB resolution over the frequency band of 20 kHz to 400 kHz and the temperature range of use.  Not more than a 2-dB variation in peak detection accuracy shall be allowed over the stated temperature range.  Amplitude values may be stated in volts or dB, but must be referenced to a fixed gain output of the system (sensor or preamp).

1.6.1.7.3 Source Location - Emission sources must be located.  Other methods of nondestructive testing may be used or source location using time difference processing between channels may be used.  However, use of the source location algorithms shall not prohibit processing of individual or first-hit sensor information.
1.6.1.7.4 Signal Outputs and Recording - The processor shall provide, as a minimum, outputs for permanent recording of:

1.6.1.7.4.1 Events by channel (events versus time).

1.6.1.7.4.2 Counts versus time or load for metal channels.

1.6.1.7.4.3 Counts versus time or load for fiberglass channels.

1.6.1.7.4.4 Amplitude distribution for metal channels.

1.6.1.7.4.5 Amplitude distribution for fiberglass channels.

1.6.1.7.4.6 Load versus time. 

The required outputs should be based on first-hit information.

1.6.1.7.5 Load Measuring Device - The load cell or other load measuring device shall be capable of registering the loads applied during testing within its calibration range.  The device shall be calibrated in a manner and at intervals recommended by the manufacturer’s specifications.  The percent error for loads within the loading range of the load cell and readout shall not exceed + 1.0 percent of reading.  An electronic output of the load-measuring device, proportional to applied load, shall be properly conditioned and amplified to match the requirements of the recording device used.

1.6.2 Portable (truck- or trailer-mounted) hydraulic or electric winch loading unit, capable of loading booms to at least 7,000 pounds, or other means to safely apply the required load.

1.6.3 Ultrasonic equipment for inspecting accessible pins, including spare pins when provided.

1.6.4 Magnetic particle test equipment for inspection of critical welds and castings.

1.7 OCCUPATIONAL SAFETY AND HEALTH ADMINISTRATION REGULATIONS

The Contractor shall comply with the latest effective standards promulgated by the Department of Labor, Occupational Safety and Health Administration, Safety and Health Standards, 29 CFR 1910 and 29 CFR 1925.

The Contractor shall comply with all applicable Federal, State and local safety and health and environmental laws, regulations and requirements.

1.8 TEST SCHEDULE

The testing schedule will be jointly developed and agreed upon by the Contractor, Contracting Officer and CORs.  The Contractor shall submit their proposed test schedule for review and approval within ten (10) working days after contract award, and exercise of any option period thereafter.  The proposed test schedule shall be submitted to the CORs identified in paragraph 1.4 above with an information copy to the Contracting Officer.  The majority of the testing should be done in the November through February timeframe.  The contractor shall adhere to the testing schedule once agreed upon by the CORs and approved by the Contracting Officer.  The COR for the respective area will be contacted at a minimum of two weeks prior to the time the contractor intends to arrive to a location to perform testing.  The COR will make arrangements with the craft Foremen to have the equipment to be tested and an on site representative available for the contractor upon arrival at the site.
1.9 PERFORMANCE MEETING

The CORs will schedule a face-to-face meeting or conference call with the contractor and Contracting Officer within 2 weeks following submission of the proposed testing schedule to discuss the requirements of the contract and review and approve the proposed testing schedule.  

1.10 PAYMENT

The Contractor shall submit an invoice to the payment address shown in block 18 of the SF 1449 after testing at each site is complete.  Payment will be made in accordance with the payment clauses of the contract.     

2. DESCRIPTION OF WORK TO BE PERFORMED

2.1 GENERAL

Contractor shall perform AE and other nondestructive testing and inspection of all equipment identified in Schedule B.  Schedule B may be modified from time to time to remove equipment no longer in Western’s inventory or to add newly acquired equipment.  The Contracting Officer is the only authorized individual to modify Schedule B and other parts of the contract.  

AE and nondestructive testing and inspection shall be in accordance with the paragraphs below.  Western will provide personnel to operate the equipment being tested.  Western reserves the right to witness all tests.  The Contractor shall work with the CORs to schedule any re-tests of equipment that fails initial testing.  Any re-tests will be conducted and paid for at the applicable unit price shown in Schedule B for that particular piece of equipment.   

2.2 TESTS AND INSPECTIONS  

Contractor shall perform the following tests and inspections:

2.2.1 Acoustic Emissions (AE) tests in accordance with subsection 2.3 (ACOUSTIC EMISSIONS TESTING) below.

2.2.2 Ultrasonic inspections will be made on all accessible structural pins, including the outrigger pins.  The ultrasonic testing will be in compliance with American Society for Testing and Materials (ASTM) E-114-75 and subsequent revisions.

2.2.3 Magnetic particle and/or fluorescent dye penetrant inspections will be made on critical welds and castings and on other suspect areas including but not limited to:

2.2.3.1 Outrigger Welds

2.2.3.2 Pedestal Welds

2.2.3.3 Current Welds

2.2.3.4 Hydraulic Cylinder Head and Ram Welds

2.2.3.5 Hydraulic Cylinder Ears

2.2.3.6 Welding Around Knuckle Assembly

2.2.3.7 Welded Anchor Points

The magnetic particle inspection will be made in compliance with ASTM E-709-80 and American Welding Society (AWS) D1.1 and subsequent revisions.  The fluorescent dye inspection will be made in compliance with ASTM E-165-80.

2.2.4 A thorough visual inspection will be made on the entire unit and sub-frame area under the unit in accordance with a written format, complying with American National Standards Institute (ANSI) B30.5, B30.15, A92.2, and subsequent revisions as applicable.

2.2.5 A live load test will be conducted on all equipment indicated in schedule B.  The test will use weights supplied by Western and will not exceed 110 percent of rated capacity.  The appropriate Field Office site representative will determine the actual percentage to be used including the positions of the boom to be tested and movement of the boom.  While the test is in progress, the weight will be suspended no higher than 4 feet above the ground surface.  During this test period, the boom and outrigger hydraulic cylinders will be checked for drift and properly operating holding valves.  The rotational gear bearing assembly will also be checked for abnormal variance (movement), i.e., bearings, turret, mounting bolts, etc.

To maintain safety during the test, no personnel except those associated with the test will be allowed near the equipment being tested.  Absolutely no personnel are allowed to move under the weight being lifted, or the boom from which the weight is suspended, or the truck itself.  Also, if the weight is to be moved while suspended, care will be taken that the movement is slow enough to eliminate unnecessary swinging of the weight.

2.2.6 A Dielectric Test on each hydraulic system will be made on units used for bare-hand work in compliance with ASTM D1816-79 (VDE).  Units requiring this test are identified in Schedule B
 with an asterisk.

Illustrations of the preferred nomenclature of an insulated aerial personnel device are represented in Figures 1 and 2.

The contractor will not repair or attempt to repair any of the defects discovered during the above inspections and tests.

2.2.7 An electrical evaluation will be made of the insulated boom on units used for bare-hand work.  Units requiring this test are identified in Schedule B
 with an asterisk.  The DC high-potential test guidelines that shall be used appear in Appendix B, Section B4 (only the dry test procedure is required).

2.3 ACOUSTIC EMISSIONS TESTING

2.3.1 Test Preparation

2.3.1.1 Acoustic emissions tests shall not be conducted when adverse weather conditions exist, specifically when snowing, raining, or when winds procure erroneous readings.
2.3.1.2 Prior to the AE test, a visual observation of the aerial lift device shall be performed to ensure that the components to be tested are free of any condition which may prohibit the test or adversely affect test results.
2.3.1.3 The components to be monitored in an insulated aerial personnel device shall include, but not be limited to those listed in table 1 and 2of ASTM F 1430.  Additional channels and sensors may be used to supplement the minimum test requirements and improve location resolution.
2.3.1.4 Position the sensors on the fiberglass (FRP) and steel portions of the components identified in table 1 and 2of ASTM F 1430.  The extent of the coverage is determined by the number of sensors used and the attenuation characteristics of the individual components, and can be verified by the Pentel lead break technique indicated in CARP/SPI document “Recommended Practice for Acoustic Emission Testing of Fiberglass Tanks-Vessels.”  Record the amplitude of the lead break at a distance of 12 inches from the sensor as a reference.  Continue to move the pulsar away from the sensor until the amplitude is no more than 15 dB less than the reference amplitude so as to establish the maximum area of coverage of the sensor.
2.3.1.5 The mounting of sensors shall be in accordance with ASTM E 650, and E569.  The couplant used shall not affect the performance of the aerial device.  The couplant shall be compatible with the aerial device; not a possible cause of contamination.  The couplant shall be completely removable from the surface after testing, leaving the original surface intact.
2.3.2 Instrumentation System Performance Check:
2.3.2.1 The verification of the AE system performance shall be made with an AE simulator immediately prior to application of test load.  This simulator should be capable of producing a transient elastic wave having an amplitude representative of the AE signals to be recorded.
2.3.2.2 The simulator may be gas jet, pencil lead break technique, or an electronically induced event or equivalent.
2.3.2.3 The detected peak amplitude of the simulated vent at a fixed distance (typically 6 to 9 inches) from each sensor shall not exceed 90 dB (to avoid saturation of the preamplifier) nor vary more than 6 dB from the average of all the sensors on the same type material.
2.3.3 Instrument Calibration:
2.3.3.1 The AE instrument shall be subjected to a thorough calibration and functional check to verify accurate performance in accordance with the manufacturer’s specification in conjunction with ASTM E-750.  Calibration shall be performed annually as a minimum in accordance with a written calibration procedure.  The calibration shall include as a minimum:  calibration of threshold levels, amplitude measurement circuits, count measurement circuits, and load measuring devices.
2.3.3.2 The AE instrument shall be subjected to a routine calibration check which shall include, as a minimum, verification of threshold levels and amplitude measurement calibration.  Calibration checks of the AE instrument shall be performed at monthly intervals or after 40 hours of operation, whichever is more frequent.
2.3.4 Test Requirements:

2.3.4.1 Articulated aerial personnel devices should be tested in those positions such that the components indicated in Table 1 and 2 of ASTM F 1430 can be monitored.  Recommended test positions as illustrated in Figure 5 or their equivalent may be used.

2.3.4.2 Extensible aerial personnel devices should be tested in positions such that the components indicated in table and 2 of ASTM F 1430 can be monitored.  Recommended test positions as illustrated in Figure 6 or their equivalent may be used.

2.3.4.3 The load measuring device shall be attached to the load application system which in turn shall be attached to an adequate dead weight or anchor.

2.3.4.4 The test load to be applied to each telescoping boom unit and to each articulating boom unit shall be equal to two times the unit rated capacity, or equal to the test load specified by the respective Field Office site representative.  All units shall be tested in a position that provides an adequate test for all components.

2.3.4.5 The following method should be employed to provide sufficient load on the aerial lift to evaluate its structural condition using AE techniques.

2.3.4.5.1 Recommended load attachment points are shown in Figures 7 and 8.  The method of load application and attachment shall evenly distribute the load and shall not permanently deform the platform or bucket.

2.3.4.5.2 The load connection technique used should simulate in-field use as closely as possible.

2.3.4.6 All components of the load application system shall be capable of supporting the test load.

2.3.4.7 The loading sequence as illustrated in Figure 9 shall be performed.

2.3.4.8 As a minimum, the following data shall be recorded during the test:

2.3.4.8.1 Events by channel (events versus time).

2.3.4.8.2 Counts versus time or load for metal channels.

2.3.4.8.3 Counts versus time or load for fiberglass channels.

2.3.4.8.4 Amplitude distribution for metal channels.

2.3.4.8.5 Amplitude distribution for fiberglass channels.

2.3.4.8.6 Load versus time.

2.3.4.9 If any test inputs indicate to the operator that damage could be occurring to the device, the test should be stopped and the condition evaluated and/or resolved prior to restarting the test.  Otherwise, the test procedure as outlined below (2.3.4.10 through 2.3.4.16) shall be taken to completion and the resulting data evaluated against the acceptance criteria.

NOTE:
The following AE data can be used as guidelines. 

More than 150 total events first hit, with amplitude greater than 70 dB on FRP and metal channels combined.

More than 150,000 total counts first hit, with amplitude greater than 40 dB on FRP and metal channels combined. 

2.3.4.10 For 2 minutes prior to applying load, the AE instrumentation shall be used to detect background noise.  If any background noise is observed, the source of the noise must be identified and, if possible, eliminated before loading begins.  If the background noise is excessive, the test will have to be rescheduled for another time or location in order to eliminate the excessive background noise.

Examples of potential background noise sources include EMI, close proximity to radio stations, improper grounding, rubbing interfaces, and impact.

2.3.4.11  
Apply load at a uniform rate, between 3 and 10 pounds per second, until the test load is attained.

2.3.4.12 Hold the test load for 4 minutes.

2.3.4.13 Remove the load at a uniform rate, between 3 and 20 pounds per second.

2.3.4.14 Wait a minimum of 4 minutes prior to proceeding with the second loading. 
2.3.4.15 For the second loading, repeat steps 2.3.4.11 through 2.3.4.13.
2.3.4.16 For each additional test position selected, see 2.3.4.1 or 2.3.4.2, repeat 2.3.4.3 through 2.3.4.16. 
2.3.5 Test Records

2.3.5.1 Test Equipment.  Instrument adjustment information shall be included in all reports submitted for the examination.  They shall be signed and dated by the responsible qualified personnel performing the tests and shall contain the information below.  The information recorded shall be sufficient to permit complete reanalysis of the result.  The information shall include, but is not limited to:

2.3.5.1.1 Sensor model number, nominal peak frequency response, and serial numbers, method of sensor attachment, and type of couplant.

2.3.5.1.2 Photograph, diagram, or sketch of sensor locations including a description indicating areas of coverage.

2.3.5.1.3 Description of load application and measured test load sequence.

2.3.5.1.4 Permanent data record in the form of charts, graphs, and/or event line listings.

2.3.5.1.5 Ambient conditions during test; such as wind, temperature, rain, etc.

2.3.5.1.6 Aerial Device.  All reports submitted of the examination shall include, but not be limited to, the following information:

2.3.5.1.7 The aerial device manufacturer, model, serial number, and year of manufacture.

2.3.5.1.8 General description including rated capacity.

2.3.5.1.9 Record any modifications, changes, repairs, and damage or suspected damage to the lift device.

2.3.5.1.10 Full explanation of the probable causes and effects of any variation from normal results.

2.3.5.2 Any departure from the procedures specified shall be adequately justified and documented in the test record.
2.3.5.3 A description of the test position(s) used.
2.3.5.4 Any additional information that may be of use.
2.4 REPORTING REQUIREMENTS.  The Contractor shall furnish report(s) on each unit tested in accordance with the following criteria:

2.4.1 If the inspection of, and/or test on, any unit identifies a defect which might lead to a failure which could be life threatening, the contractor will immediately notify the appropriate Field Office site representative and respective COR.  The Contractor shall follow up with a written report on such defect within one week.
2.4.2 Upon completion of the tests, the contractor shall furnish to the appropriate Field Office site representative and respective COR a preliminary report on each unit tested.  Each report shall cover all the inspection and tests required above.
2.4.3 Within 60 days of the actual tests, the contractor shall furnish to the appropriate COR a complete written report on each unit tested covering all of the inspections and tests required above.  Each report shall include a certification that the equipment is structurally adequate for continued safe use.  All reports shall be in bound booklet form.
3. QUALITY ASSURANCE

3.1 GENERAL
The Contractor shall perform all services hereunder in compliance with accepted industry standards, guidelines, and practices and in accordance with any quality assurance program normally used by the Contractor.

3.2 PERFORMANCE STANDARDS

The objective of this contract is for the Contractor to accomplish accurate and timely testing and inspection, and submit accurate and timely test reports as described herein.  Submission of data and/or reports later than specified in Part 2.1 above is not acceptable.  Specifically, the Contract shall:

1. Ensure prompt, on-time delivery of data/reports to the COR in accordance with the provisions of this contract and work statement;

2. Certify the accuracy of the results provided in analysis data and reports; and

3. Accomplish all required services within the time period specified in Part 2.1 above.

3.3 ASSESSMENT

The COR will monitor the Contractor’s performance to ensure compliance with this Performance Work Statement and any other contract specifications.  The Government may use various methods to monitor performance such as random inspections, customer complaints, etc.

If and when deficiencies are identified, the COR will immediately notify the Contractor to review the deficiency and ensure the Contractor has an understanding of the deficiency.  The COR shall document all deficiencies, and provide written documentation to the Contracting Officer and the Contractor.  The preferred method to resolve deficiencies is to allow re-performance or corrective action on the part of the Contractor to correct the deficiencies.  The Contractor shall be provided with the opportunity to correct any deficiencies within 24 hours of notification from the COR at no increase in contract price.  In the event the deficiencies are not corrected within 24 hours of notification, or if repeated deficiencies occur, the Government may elect to negotiate an equitable reduction in contract price or terminate the contract for cause in accordance with clause 52.213-4(g).

Appendix B
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Table B.1 - Manufacturer’s Certification Test

*Permanent electrodes are required for all voltages. Test voltages specified for the momentary or switching surge test are based on a 3.0 per unit switching surge factor up to and including 345 kV. A switching surge factor of 2.5 per unit is required for 500 kV and 2.2 per unit for 765 kV. Repeat the switching surge test 10 times with both positive and negative polarity switching surge test waves, with the test waves having a front between 150 and 350 µs.

B.1 Inspection and Nondestructive Tests. Following is a brief outline of the inspection and non-destructive testing procedure to be performed after the insulated aerial device is completely assembled, mounted, all other tests completed, and immediately prior to delivery of the equipment:

(1) The inspections and tests shall be performed by a recognized and reputable nondestructive testing organization.

(2) Acoustic emission tests shall be performed on the insulated aerial devices, with transducers placed from the end of the boom in at least eight locations down to the bottom of the main frame assembly.

(3) High-stress areas of the fiberglass boom sections shall be radiographically (X-ray) tested to detect internal cracks or deficiencies not revealed through visual inspections.

(4) Welded areas in steel booms subject to high stress and critical steel castings in booms, turrets, and outriggers shall be X-ray tested to detect cracks, slag, and inadequate penetration of welds.

(5) Critical boom pins and bolts shall be tested by X-ray and/or ultrasonic methods to detect any deficiencies.

(6) Deficiencies detected in critical components by inspection and nondestructive testing shall be corrected by the manufacturer or authorized representative and the previously deficient component(s) retested by the nondestructive inspection and testing methods.

B.2 Reports. The contractor shall provide Western with the formal inspection and test results for all acceptance testing.

B.3 Witness of Tests. The contractor shall advise Western at least 3 days prior to all acceptance testing so that he or his representative may witness any or all of the tests.

B.4 Periodic In-service Inspection and Testing Programs. Each operating office shall establish programs for annual in-service inspection and testing on a regular basis. These programs shall include, but not be limited to, the following inspections and tests of all insulated aerial devices.

(2) High-Voltage DC Power Supply. A DC test set with a capability of 400 kV and 2.5 milliamperes is recommended for testing FRP booms certified by the manufacturer for use on phase-to-phase voltages up to 345 kV. However, a DC test set with a capability of 100 kV and 5 milliamperes may be used if both dry and wet tests are performed.

(3) Dielectric Current Metering. Current metering for high-voltage DC test equipment falls into three classifications which are best described by the simplified circuit described by the simplified circuit diagrams shown in Figure B.1.

(4) Boom Orientation. Raise the lower boom so as to clear the nesting cradle by at least 2 feet for each 100 kV of test voltage. Bring the upper boom to a horizontal position and hold for 15 minutes to allow any contaminant’s to settle horizontally in the hydraulic tubing before testing. Prior to and during electrical testing, the truck chassis must be connected to a good ground (station ground mat, structure ground, water piping, or a temporary driven ground rod) by means of a minimum 1/0 copper or equivalent grounding jumper. The case of the DC test set should also be connected to the chassis ground.

(5) Dry Test Procedure. Test the major upper boom insulation system which includes the FRP boom, hydraulic lines, air lines, and leveling mechanisms. The high-voltage terminal of the test set is connected to the upper (platform end) test electrode. The lower test electrode is connected to the chassis ground (high-side or common ground-return metering) or to the isolated ground return meter terminal with the nonmeasured common ground connected to the chassis ground, as shown in figure B.1. 
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Metering in the high voltage output lead is the 

most simple, safe, and reliable method.
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Metering in the isolated ground return is useful but may pose a safety hazard if the connection is on the control box instead of the high voltage cabinet.

A coaxial lead with the shield grounded should be used.
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Metering in the common ground return is a convenient inexpensive

method but subject to error due to equipment condition.
