STATEMENT OF WORK

1. Objectives

The contractor will provide Dr. Silvio Gutkind with professional laboratory services. Dr. Kantima Leelahavanichkul’s work will focus on studying the molecular mechanisms of signal transduction pathways that are deregulated in squamous cell carcinomas of the oral cavity. In particular, she will examine the contribution of the PI3K-Akt pathway to the neoplastic conversion of epithelial cells. 

2. Approach

The contractor will work using transient and stable transfections into murine and human epithelial cells, and engineer transgenic animal lines to express genes under the control of an inducible system to evaluate the contribution of signaling pathways to oncogenesis.  

3. Methods

The services that will be performed are as follows.

a)
The contractor will test the function of genes using cloning techniques, western blots, northern blots and basic molecular cell biology techniques relative to the projects. 

b)
The advance techniques will be:  Using engineered mice, laser-capture microdissection, gene arrays, and antibody arrays.

c)
Keeping careful records of all experiments that were performed.

Personnel, evaluation and schedule

A. Personnel

The contractor is an expert in primary cell preparations and has extensive experience in analytic methodologies with emphasis on those used to study carcinogenesis.  Personnel provided under the contract will comply with the rules and policies of the NIDCR and its staff.
