$6,600,130 in FY05
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Community Facilities (CF) Direct and Guaranteed Loans and Grants construct, enlarge, and improve community facilities that provide essential services and purchase equipment in rural areas.  [image: image11.jpg]


In FY05, $2,502,280 in direct loans, $3,168,000 in guaranteed loans, and $176,600 in CF grants (including $69,600 Child Care Initiative grants) provided 10 essential community facilities, serving nearly 35,000 rural residents, saving 20 rural jobs and creating 5.

Economic Impact Initiative Grants provided needed community facilities in rural communities that had extreme high unemployment and severe economic depression.  $753,250 provided for12 essential community facilities, including medical equipment, a fire station, school bus, senior citizens center, community center, emergency response center, police station, vehicles and equipment, a dump truck, school parking lot and restroom facilities.  Over 36,000 individuals in 9 communities were benefited.

has developed partnerships with nonprofit housing groups and with Olene Walker Housing Fund to provide opportunities for individuals to build 65% of their own home and benefit from sweat equity.  Over the past 5 years, 340 homes have been successfully completed.  Eleven families successfully participated in the leverage loan program.  Another great partnership idea!   With general contractor expertise, 502 direct loans allow individuals to purchase existing or construct new homes.  284 households have benefited from this program.  Technical Assistance Grants:  Nonprofit organizations received $2,438,880 to administer special initiative programs.  These programs included Mutual Self Help and counseling prior to home ownership and post ownership counseling.  Repair Loans and Grants:  67 rural households received assistance to repair homes and remove health and safety hazards.  Guaranteed Rural Housing (GRH) Loans:  303 rural households are becoming successful homeowners through the GRH program.  Rural Development provides a 90% guarantee to lenders that provide 100% loans for 30 years.  
Multi-Family Housing (MFH) Programs:  Over 2,000 MFH units are occupied throughout the state.  The $7,201,116 of rental assistance allowed 468 households to receive assistance with rental payments.
FY05 IMPACT – Housing programs assisted 790 individual rural households with homeownership financing, and 468 households with rental needs.

B&I Guaranteed Loans:
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$2,446,400 assisted 65 businesses, creating 9 rural jobs and saving 405 via business startup, business acquisition, and business expansion.  
Rural Business Enterprise Grants:
$417,680 assisted 30 entities in rural areas, creating more than 53 jobs and saving 10.  This was accomplished by providing lending capital to a Native American revolving loan program; by funding infrastructure needed for multiple small and emerging businesses; and by funding technical assistance for a wind energy project.  

Rural Business Opportunity Grant:
$50,000 assisted 17 businesses to save 12 rural jobs and create 90 new jobs.  This was accomplished by funding business expansion training requirements.
Intermediary Relending Program:
$750,000 established a revolving loan program with the potential of initially assisting 20 rural businesses and creating 24 jobs.
Renewable Energy and Energy Efficiency Program:
$500,000 assisted a wind energy project that will assist 14 businesses, and will initially save 3 jobs.
FY05 IMPACT – Rural Development business programs assisted 150 rural businesses and created 
or saved 600 rural jobs.  
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 RURAL UTILITIES ROGRAMS
$3,984,495 in FY05
Water and Environmental Loans and Grants develop and repair drinking water and sanitary sewer systems, including solid waste disposal and storm drainage in rural areas.
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$1,273,000 loans and $2,091,740 grants (inclusive of $448,000 Native American grants) assisted in 6 water, 1 sewer, 
and 2 solid waste disposal projects.  These loans and grants helped nearly 22,000 rural residents in 15 communities. 
Solid Waste Management Grants are a source of technical assistance for rural communities to reduce water pollution and/or improve planning and management of solid waste sites.  $107,100 in grants assisted over 15,000 residents in 15 communities. 
Community Connect Broadband Grants provide funds to previously non served communities to facilitate high speed broadband service with public access to a community center with computer work stations.  This service enhances economic growth, educational, health care and public safety services.  A $512,655 grant assisted 250 people in a remote area of Hanksville Town who were without broadband services.
FY05 IMPACT – Rural Development utilities programs provided assistance to 37,250 individuals within 21 communities.
