REQUIREMENTS
· Hardware/software developers and operators are responsible for the preparation of ground safety analysis, documentation of compliance and presentation to the GSRP for pre launch and post landing operations that occur at KSC and contingency landing sites.

· This form will be used by the Ground Safety Review Panel to determine the need for a complete Safety Data Package (SDP).  If a SDP is NOT required, the form shall serve as the approval for ground processing at KSC. Submittal and approval shall be completed prior to use.

DEFINITIONS
· CATEGORY 1 cargo/hardware. See SSP 30599, Table 4.10-1 Category 1 Constraints.
· GFE ( Government Furnished Equipment). A category of hardware and software provided by the government to perform functions not covered by the Prime Vehicle Contractor.
· GSE ( Ground Support Equipment). Equipment (hardware/software) used at KSC to test, transport, access, handle, maintain, measure, calibrate, verify, service and protect flight hardware/software.

INSTRUCTIONS
· Block 1. Not applicable to the hardware.

· Block 2. State the Flight STS number and ISS mission for the assigned item. (If applicable)

· Block 3. State the name of the item. Use the same name for the item as indicated on the manifest.

· Block 4. State the part number for the item. Use the same part number for the item as indicated on the manifest. If the part number changes a new form will need to be submitted.

· Block 5. State a description of the item, describe the size, shape, weight, characteristics of the items. Do not exceed block size.
· Block 6. Explain in block 18 any processing activities of preflight and post flight that is required; other than ship and shoot and/or land and ship.

· Blocks 7 - 11. Self explanatory.

· Block 12. The presence of any ionizing or non-ionizing radiation requires the submittal of a Ground Safety Package.

· Blocks 19 - 24. To be filled in by the item provider that is certifying compliance with the requirements of KHB 1700.7.
