
PEGGY A. POLICHIO – Deputy Director, State and Private Forestry, US Forest Service, Northern Intermountain Regions, Missoula, Montana.
Peggy worked six seasons beginning in 1975 doing project work and fighting fire on the Humboldt National Forest in Region 4.  Following her bachelor’s education and seasonal work on the Gallatin National Forest, she received an appointment on the Cobalt Ranger District of the Salmon National Forest in 1980.  From 1980 through 1985, Peggy worked as a forestry technician at Cobalt, from 1985-1989 as a forester and District Silviculturist on the Powell Ranger District of the Clearwater National Forest, from 1989-1995, as an EIS Team Leader and Operations Team Leader on the Fernan Ranger District of the Idaho Panhandle National Forests, and from 1995-2002, as the Fire Program Leader for the Idaho Panhandle National Forests.  Since January, 2003 Peggy has been working under agreement with the Idaho Department of Lands to serve as the National Fire Plan Coordinator for the State of Idaho and the Idaho National Forests.  Peggy chairs the Idaho State Fire Plan Working Group, consisting of 14 state, federal and local agencies and organizations dedicated to implementation of the fire plan and related initiatives in Idaho.   

Peggy received her B.S. in Renewable Natural Resources from the University of Nevada in 1979.  Peggy is a graduate of TREES I in 1982, (Tri-Region Education in Ecology and Silviculture), the US Forest Service graduate level certification program and was a certified silviculturist for 18 years.   She received the National Forest Fire Management Officer Award in 1999.  
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
