Construction is the largest non-oil economic sector in Saudi Arabia. It is presently witnessing major growth, fueled by high oil prices,  strong economic performance, high liquidity, low-interest credit from commercial banks and real estate development funds, as well as, high population growth. With the ongoing economic conditions in the Kingdom and the numerous public and private sector contracts awarded over the last twelve months, the construction sector is expected to remain vibrant for the next five years. The construction sector has been fueled with several infrastructure development projects, expansion of oil and gas related projects, growth of petrochemicals, fertilizers, oil refining projects, privatization of the industrial cities and embarkation on a new economic city project.





The large number of construction projects awarded during 2004 and 2005 are expected to generate ample construction activities during the next two to four years. Increased budgetary allocations to projects, as well as, substantial private sector spending on real estate and commercial centers resulted in exuberant construction activity in 2005. The Kingdom’s construction sector continues to be fuelled by the increasing population growth. Saudi Arabia’s construction sector is currently driven by supply, rather than market demand. Increasing wealth from oil, gas and petrochemical sales create the funds that are used for mega-scale development projects. 





 The Kingdom is gearing up to meet the residential, health, educational and recreation needs of its rapidly growing population. Saudi Arabia is the fastest growing country in the region.  It has grown 8 fold over the last two decades and is expected to continue to rise from today’s 4.1 million inhabitants to over 6 million in less than 5 years. Over 2 million new housing units will be needed, with over 600,000 for Riyadh alone. Public and commercial development projects are underway on a scale not seen anytime in the past. Ministry buildings, tourist developments and recreation facilities need sophisticated products and finishing materials. Buyers will be looking for creative designs, quality materials and innovative technologies from around the world. Much of Saudi Arabia’s infrastructure is undergoing a complete expansion, and opportunities are widespread. 





With so many construction projects in the pipeline, material prices will remain crucial. Over the next four to six months, material prices are expected to rise sharply. The material prices in the last quarter, however, are expected to ease as new cement capacity begins to come on line and global steel prices stabilize. Labor is another area where costs are expected to rise. Wages will remain relatively flat, but the cost of accommodation is growing. A new force pervades the Saudi investment scene following the Kingdom’s entry to WTO and the oil prices continue their forward march, bringing in the ‘black gold’ bonanza.








The government of Papua New Guinea is looking to award a road maintenance project contract involving the upgrade and the rehabilitation of roads. The first batch of bidding documents is expected to be available around September 2006, subject to a nominal charge.
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
