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Trade

Burma exported 71,433 metric tons (mt) of beans and pulses in March 2005, down 44 percent from the same period in 2004.  Matpe accounted for 44 percent of total exports, followed by Toor Whole (27 percent) and Mung beans (10 percent). The major destination in March was India, accounting for 77 percent of total beans and pulses exports.
