Buffer for Western Prairie 


Fringed Orchid (Job Sheet H-6)
Definition

On areas that meet minimum criteria as potential habitat for western prairie fringed orchids, a buffer area 100 feet wide is managed with no utilization at the perimeter of wetlands or intermittent or perennial streams.

Purpose

Provide use exclusion on native rangeland sites that may contain remnant populations of Western Prairie Fringed Orchids.

Where Used

This enhancement may be used on rangelands in Clay, Lincoln, Minnehaha, Turner, Yankton, and Union Counties.  The site must have soils with suitable characteristics for orchids, have no history of having been broken for crop or pasture, and be within 100 feet of a wetland, intermittent or perennial stream, as outlined in the South Dakota Procedures for Threatened, Endangered, and Other Special Concern Species.    

Enhancement Specification

The buffer area will be at least 100 feet wide beginning at the upland boundary of the wetland or bankfull elevation of the stream.  
Operation and Maintenance

The buffer area will not be grazed or hayed for the duration of the contract.  A prescribed burn may be used to enhance conditions for Western Prairie Fringed Orchids, if completed according to NRCS standards and the conditions for implementing this practice in the South Dakota Procedures for Threatened, Endangered, and Other Special Concern Species.
