APPLICATION OF CONSORCIO AVIAXSA, S.A de C.V

FOR RENEWAL OF AN EXEMPTION (MEX-HOU)
Consorcio Aviaxsa S. A. de C.V. (“Applicant or Aviacsa”), hereby applies for renewal of an 

exemption from 49 U.S.C. 41301 under the provisions of 49 U.S.C. 40109 to permit Applicant to 
continue scheduled air transportation of persons, property and mail between Mexico City, 
Mexico and Houston, Texas in the United States operating a Boeing-737 aircraft.

In support of this application, Applicant states the following:

Applicant has had the requisite authority from the Government of Mexico to engage in 
domestic and international non-scheduled air transportation since 1991 and scheduled air 
transportation since 1998.  In 1998, the Department amended the June 1991 exemption 
granted to the Applicant that authorized  charter air transportation to an exemption 
authorizing scheduled service.
  In addition to this exemption, Applicant has seven (7) active 
exemptions to operate scheduled air transportation between Mexico and the United States.
These include MTY-LAS, docket # 6701; MTY-LAX, docket # 6745; MTY-HOU, docket #8018; 
MEX-LAS, docket #15313; MTY-DFW, docket #15406; MTY-MIA, docket # 16181; and,  CUN-
MIA, docket # 26503.

Applicant continues to operate scheduled air transportation between Mexico City, 

Mexico and Houston, Texas under the designation granted by the Government of Mexico. 
Applicant requests that the exemption, affective through August 8, 2007, as per Notice of 
Action Taken on August 8, 2006, be granted pending the Department’s approval of the 
amended permit application filed in 1998.
The continuing fitness of the Applicant has been demonstrated by its fine record of 
performance since the initial exemption was issued in 1991.  Approval of this application will 
permit the Applicant to continue such service and it will serve the public interest because the 
United States and Mexico will receive economic benefits inherent in the international air 
service agreement that is a recognized component of the U.S. – Mexico bilateral relationship.

WHEREFORE, Applicant, Consorcio Aviaxsa S.A. de C.V. requests that the Department 
renew the current exemption so that it may continue to provide scheduled air 
transportation between Mexico City, Mexico and Houston, Texas and, subject to the 

Department’s regulations, between the United States and points worldwide.
