TRUCK MOUNTED AERIAL LIFT

PURPOSE

The intent of this Invitation for Bid and resulting contract is to rent one (1) truck mounted articulated/telescopic aerial lift for the Bureau of Reclamation located at Grand Coulee Dam, WA.  The Government requires the rental of one (1) truck mounted articulated/telescopic aerial lift for a one month period beginning September 15, 2008 delivered FOB Destination to Grand Coulee Power Office, Grand Coulee, WA 99133.  
Contractor is responsible for delivering and pickup when notified.  Equipment must arrive and be off-loaded and ready to operate by 8:00 AM, Sept 15, 2008, and be removed from the Government premises within ten (10) days after expiration of the rental period.  The equipment will be used for access to high voltage electrical towers.   Access to the scabland side-hill towers is limited to rough access roads with some construction pads immediately adjacent to the tower bases and centered under the power line conductors.  Upper cross-arms on these towers range in height from 107 to 179 feet.
Rental rate per month of use shall include the cost of all scheduled maintenance, repair parts, and cost to repair equipment unless the repairs are due to operator negligence or misuse.   The equipment shall be serviced and in good working condition.  Equipment furnished shall be new or used and must meet applicable safety requirements.  Any unsafe conditions as determined by the Bureau of Reclamation shall be sufficient grounds for rejecting a piece of equipment at no expense to the Bureau of Reclamation.  The truck to be supplied by the Contractor will be a truck mounted articulated/telescopic aerial lift.  The Contractor shall be responsible to supply and deliver a serviced and “ready for operation” lift to the Grand Coulee Project.  Fueling and daily maintenance (greasing and oiling) shall be the Government’s responsibility.  The Contractor shall provide the Government with a checklist of daily requirements consisting of fueling and essential lubrication.  The Government requires the Contractor to provide correction of mechanical problems of equipment during the term of the contract.  Time for repair of equipment shall not be considered as performance time.  Repair time shall extend the monthly end date for the time it takes to make the repairs.  Equipment that is to be replaced due to breakdown, for which the Government is not at fault, shall be replaced with no Delivery and Pick-up charge to the Government.  Such equipment shall be repaired or replaced by a comparable item of equipment within 5 working days from the date of breakdown.  

Operator training shall be conducted at the Grand Coulee Power Office site for 3 Government employees.

Bidders shall indicate if they comply with each specification below.  This chart shall be returned with your bid.  Failure to return, with your bid, may result in your bid being rejected as non-responsive.
