FALL WATERFOWL FIELD WORK AT IZEMBEK NWR

WATERFOWL VOLUNTEER - I am looking for a volunteer to assist with fall field work at Izembek National Wildlife Refuge for 1-2 months starting approximately 22 August (exact dates negotiable).  The volunteer would assist with capture and banding of Steller’s eiders, age ratio counts of brant and emperor geese, radio telemetry of brant and dunlin, and gather other information about waterfowl.  To qualify the volunteer must have expertise in avian identification, ability to work in cold / windy conditions, pass a 12-gauge shotgun qualification (bear safety), and be in excellent physical condition.  Preference will be given to candidates with experience in waterfowl banding and telemetry, DOI training in watercraft and bear safety, and skill in motor boat operation in coastal areas.  Volunteers will be stationed in Cold Bay, Alaska.  Izembek Refuge will provide bunkhouse accommodations, $35/day for food, and roundtrip airfare from Anchorage to Cold Bay.  Additional airfare from a more distant location may be provided if funds are available.
