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�Annual EM review cases sent to Ad Hoc Review group members.

The annual EM report review cases from each EM Program have been distributed to the members of the Ad Hoc Review group.  Thanks to the individual programs for their timely assistance in performing this important quality assessment process.  The reviewers will evaluate those cases and provide their comments on the individual cases as well as an overall program evaluation summary for the past reporting year.  That information is consolidated for presentation to the entire Ad Hoc Review Group at the annual meeting.  As well as the individual review cases, each member also was provided with a copy of all the responses made to questions on this annual report concerning educational activities related to the program and your responses concerning writing scientific papers, publications, presentations, grants, etc., which are in some way supported by the EM program.

LMIP workload

Another question on the annual report asked for the number of EM SPECIMEN  “88057.0000”  workload codes which were captured on the local DHCP system for subsequent transmission to Austin  and  for the correct number that should have been captured, if the first number was not accurate. The results of that survey were very informative and gave us an indication about the successes and problems different sites were having in the implementation of LMIP workload capturing in EM specifically and the overall lab in general.  Some of the explanations provided were:  (a) workload capture was not implemented for any accession areas at the lab at the beginning of the reporting period.  (b) EM accession area DHCP files  were not activated ( 1,  not at all during the year in a few cases,  2, not at the beginning  or 3,  not the same time the rest of the lab was activated)  In some other cases, the facility automatic capture was not correct due to some of the reasons listed in the last issue of this newsletter titled “Sources for data discrepancy".  Other responses included that there was uncertainty about how to accession EM specimens into the Referral or Research file in DHCP.  An  article later in this issue will provide a “screen capture” session of what that process looks like when accessioning specimen(s) into each of those files and will also include comments about the steps required.

VA Alert definition for “countable” Research specimen modified

In the last few issues of the VA Alert notices, which are “rules” for all VA laboratory facilities on how to do the “counting” for LMIP units, there are a series of  statements concerning  counting  procedures for various  tests. One of those statements indicates that;  “Each test performed as part of a research study is counted as one LMIP unit only if it is billed to a patient or third party payer”.  A number of facilities apparently had some confusions in how to interpret the meaning of that statement or were under the false impression that if an actual bill or invoice was not submitted for a research specimen done by EM, then that workload was not “countable” for LMIP purposes.  After consulting with the authors of the VA Alerts, it was decided that the definition of that VA Alert statement would be clarified and expanded to recognize that “reimbursement of supplies, equipment or personnel time”  by the researcher or  research group to either the Laboratory or the Medical facility, would qualify for meeting the intent of  the phrase  “being  billed” to someone.  This situation is not that uncommon when tests or examinations on research specimens are performed by various lab sections and then the lab or facility is compensated by “trading” for lab supplies, small equipment items, etc..which are paid for by the researcher, grant, etc... 

In the current DHCP workload system, the EM workload code “+EM Specimen” is automatically captured when an EM accession is entered and specimen(s) are logged. This system will allow the EM staff to enter all their patient, referral and research specimens into only one place (electronic log-book) and use the DHCP system to keep track of all their EM specimens, instead of using combinations of both on-line and off-line manual log-books.  There are a few caveats in the current version of software when dealing with this.  One issue is the  use of logging-in of specimens for identifying and tracking purposes which “may or may not” eventually be processed further for EM study. The current DHCP software system automatically assigns a workload code at the time of the accessioning process and when/if an entry or entries are made in the   specimen name field(s) during the DHCP log-in process.  There may be situations where the automatic capture will be falsely elevated for the EM Specimen workload code because a number of those specimens may never be further processed for EM study but just are logged-in for tracking and identification purposes.   A similar situation exists for the truly non-reimbursed or “non-billable” research specimens which do have EM studies done on them, but because there is no mechanism in the current DHCP software to have both “billable” and “non-billable” EM Specimen  workload codes being counted automatically, corrective adjustments to the “billable” automatic counts are required. These non-reimbursed cases are not supposed to be eligible to be counted as “billable” workload according to the VA Alert rules.  Therefore, the non-reimbursed research specimen workload count(s) must be decremented by using the manual workload entry option to correct the monthly total.   A “screen capture print” of what the user would see when using the manual workload entry option to “correct” the EM workload for a reporting month is included with the other Referral file and Research file “Log-in” examples later in this issue.   As explained previously, the DHCP software will be revised sometime in the near future to allow electronic signature for anatomic pathology reports as well as capturing of appropriate workload information at the end of the processing and reporting functions in the pathology sections via the use of CPT coding, which is similar to the anatomic pathology CPT coding for billing which  is being done in the private sector. Software changes will be made in the workload capture algorithm for all the AP areas to provide greater flexibility in accomodating local site-specific operating procedure variations in how technical work is processed at different individual EM facilities.

An alternate technique to consider for logging in of EM accessions which are not eligible for automatic +EM Specimen workload counting, (non-reimbursed research, or cases where it is not certain when or if the specimen will be further processed by EM) advantage may be taken of the fact that the automatic capture during accessioning is linked directly to an entry or entries in the field called SPECIMEN: during the log-in process, i.e., if text is entered in that field, then an +EM Specimen “count” is captured. Conversely if NO entry is made in the SPECIMEN field(s) there is no count generated and no manual correction(s) would be required.  The information (Specimen type, etc.) on those cases could be entered in the “COMMENT” field during the log-in process and the information entered there does display or print on the log book printout.  In those cases where EM specimens are processed further at a later time, the manual input workload option may be used for the appropriate reporting month to reflect the additional counts for that month. 



After the workload capture software for AP is revised and the electronic signature component is included in the Anatomic Pathology package, these “work-around” tricks should not be necessary.  However until that happens, we just have to use what’s available.�

RESEARCH file (#67.1) �tc "RESEARCH file (#67.1) " \l 1�



This file is used to record and define the demographic information for research entities �xe "research entities "�(usually research animals) for which tests will be ordered, accessioned, and test results will be entered into the system. It is not necessary to edit this file prior to implementation, and at some sites it may not be used at all.





NOTE: Additions to this file can be made at any time. DO NOT DELETE any entries which you have added, since they will be associated with corresponding lab test results.

Four files have been provided to accession non-patient specimens:



The STERILIZER�xe "STERILIZER"� file (#67.2):	for accessioning spore strips or other means of Autoclave Performance Testing



The ENVIRONMENTAL�xe "ENVIRONMENTAL"� file (#67.3):	for accessioning specimens from environmental sources, such as water, dialysate solutions, or other equipment



The RESEARCH�xe "RESEARCH"� file (#67.1):	for accessioning specimens from laboratory animals or non-patients, such as CAP proficiency testing



The REFERRAL PATIENT�xe "REFERRAL PATIENT"� file (#67):	for accessioning specimens referred from other hospitals or laboratories (REFERRAL file (#67) renamed REFERRAL PATIENT file (#67))



�xe "Extended File Syntax"�

These files are accessible via both the standard and batch accessioning options by entering the first letters ( e.g., RES or REF respectively for Research or Patient Referral files) of the name of the file, followed by a colon at the “Select Patient Name:” prompt. This is called “using extended file syntax”. The files will not be accessible if you enter the letters incorrectly and then get the “Select PATIENT NAME:” (ALL CAPITAL LETTERS) prompt. Should the latter prompt appear, you will need to leave the menu, return to the menu and re-enter the desired accessioning option to obtain the first prompt. The option Manually Accession QC, Environmental, etc. [LRQCLOG] can also be used.

In most cases, no demographic data exists for these files (unless, for example, you specifically set up your STERILIZER file (#67.2) with all the required information for each sterilizer at your site before you start), so the user will need to provide this information. Once entered, the data will be displayed the next time a specimen from that source is accessioned.
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
