Market Tone
Export prices for most grades of rice have continued to increase due mainly to increasing domestic prices and a rumor that a few exporters were able to conclude sales of 250,000 tons to Iran this week.  Domestic prices firmed as a result of tight supply availabilities and the Government’s practice to hold huge amount of white rice and fragrant rice in the intervention stock.

Note on data: Export figures since March 22, 2002, do not include fragrant rice.  The authority to report fragrant rice exports was moved from the Thai Board of Trade to the Ministry of Commerce’s Office of Commodity Standards, which does not release official fragrant rice export data.  FAS/BKK will report only official export numbers from the Board of Trade for non-fragrant and from the Office of Commodity Standards for fragrant rice when available, but the reader should bear in mind the difference between the data.

Unofficial exports (excluding fragrant rice) for May 8-14, 2006 totaled 100,083 tons, down 11,286 tons from the previous week’s total, and down 4,999 tons from the four-week moving average of 105,082 tons.  Exports during Jan. 1 – May 14, 2006 totaled 1,707,541 tons, as compared with 2,042,192 tons in the previous year.

According to the Department of Foreign Trade, Ministry of Commerce, total rice exports (including fragrant rice) during Jan. 1 – Apr. 27, 2006, amounted to 2,313,429 tons, down 4 percent from 2,413,531 tons in the previous year.
