A MOVE WORTH MAKING

(Pierre, South Dakota – June 19, 2006)  Misty Siedschlaw, a divorced mother of four, had been searching for an affordable house to buy in the Pierre area for several months.  Living with friends in a town 30 miles from her job, the kids’ schools and the majority of her friends was beginning to take a toll on her car, her kids and her life.  Misty had been working for over two years to improve her troubled credit history, was making all her debt payments on time, but still was not able to qualify for a loan through her local bank.

Misty heard about a low income loan program for people like her and decided to write a letter.  The Pierre USDA Rural Development Office received Misty’s letter and knew she would be a good candidate for the 502 direct loan program, so they sent her an application package.  Once she applied for USDA Rural Development assistance, and was certified eligible, she found an existing property with four bedrooms that met her needs and USDA Rural Development’s requirements.

A purchase agreement was signed and the loan was closed.  Misty moved into her new home in January 2006 and said, “I am really grateful to USDA Rural Development for their help.
