Reactivation of the Local Bankruptcy Rules Committee

With the vast changes to the bankruptcy practice arising from the adoption of the Bankruptcy Abuse Prevention and Consumer Protection Act of 2005 and the coinciding amendments to the Federal Rules of Bankruptcy Procedure that are anticipated to be in final format by the end of 2008, the bankruptcy judges of the Southern District of Ohio have determined that the time has come to reactivate the Local Rules Committee.  The Local Rules Committee will consider modifications and additions to the local rules and forms necessary to deal with any gap areas in new laws and national rules and to create consistency and efficiency in the practice of law in our bankruptcy courts.

The Local Rules Committee will be divided into subcommittees based on area of practice.  In addition to an executive committee, there will be subcommittees focused on Chapter 7, Chapter 13, and Chapters 11/15.
