· (1) The stratum definition of 20% means that these mailout/mailback housing units are in tracts where at least 20 percent of the tract (in Census 2000) consisted of households meeting the defined criteria (of at least one Spanish-speaking person 15 years or older who does not speak English “very well”). The “other” row consists of housing units in all other tracts not meeting the 20 percent or higher threshold.

· In the 20% or higher stratum, (2) there were 7.9 million housing units in Census 2000.

· (3) In total there were 5.3 million “Spanish assistance” housing units meeting the defined criteria.  Of these, 2.9 million were in the 20% or higher stratum ((5) thus 54.2 “% of all SA HUs” are in this stratum).

· (4) 39.1 percent of the households (2.9 out of 7.9 million) in the 20% or higher stratum met the defined criteria.

· (6) The 20% or higher stratum contains 63.9 percent of all households that met the definition of those “most in need” of a bilingual English/Spanish form.  (7) It also contains 50.7 percent of all people (15 years or older) that were identified as Hispanic or Latino, (8) and 42.9 percent of all households with at least one Spanish-speaking person (of any English ability) 15 or older.

· (9) The housing units in the 20% or higher stratum have a geographic spread covering 38 different states.
