This course provides in-depth training on the National Airspace System (NAS), categories of airspace, military training route program, airspace and air traffic control criteria, airspace charting and lead time, environmental aspects, and exercise airspace requirements. Two class exercises, Design of Military Operations Area and Military Training Route, are included (includes Falcon View)
Why should I take THIS CLASS?
This course will give the participant a skilled working knowledge of our National Airspace System as well as a creating a good working interface with our military counter parts. This alone is invaluable to airspace de-confliction during the fire season. You will need your government Smart Card. A CAC card is required to access DOD computers. It takes about 20 minutes to get you card programmed.  You must bring your “Smart Cards” to class.  If you don’t have a smart card other arrangements must be made.
