First South Dakota (SD) Outdoor Expo Successful
The first annual SD Outdoor Expo was held on the State Fairgrounds on May 17-18, 2008.  It was a great opportunity for the whole family to enjoy the outdoors, and learn about many outdoor activities and natural resources conservation.  The state-wide event with a hands-on educational focus was intended to introduce thousands of families and children to outdoor activities through interactive exhibits and activities. 
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	The NRCS had its ever popular “worm tunnel,” as well as, tattoos for children and an informational booth with various conservation material.  The booths were staffed by the public affairs (PA) staff, with a special thanks to Kevin Luebke, State Biologist, Huron, for his volunteer support.
State Fair staff member Alison Kiesz, Huron, reported close to 4,000 people attending the Outdoor Expo.  Around 100 different activities provided educational entertainment.  An outdoor expo is an outstanding way to market a positive image of the hunter, the angler, and the outdoors person by demonstrating how these groups contribute both environmentally and economically to a healthy SD.  It teaches an understanding and appreciation for conservation and outdoor recreation and its importance of preserving our outdoor recreation heritage. 




Activities were grouped into five areas:  fishing and aquatic education, hunting and wildlife, camping and outdoor recreation, shooting sports, and wildlife management.  Kiesz said, not surprisingly, that kayaking and archery were the most popular along with the live bat encounter.  A few people listed the soil tunnel as their favorite activity!   Of those attending, 94 percent rated their experience as good or excellent and almost 90 percent said they were likely or very likely to attend next year.  Also, over half of those attending tried a new activity for the first time - again kayaking and archery were the most common new activities.
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Kiesz reported that one attendee said, “If anyone missed the South Dakota Outdoor Expo, they really missed something very educational, fun and free! There was just so much to do and learn. I will tell everyone I know to go next year!”

Arbor Day in Armour with the Randall RC&D

A four-foot tall Kentucky Coffeetree was planted in Armour by members of the Randall RC&D Council and staff on April 24.  The tree is a member of the economically important Fabaceae or Leguminosae Family which includes peas, beans, and other nitrogen fixing plants such as alfalfa and clovers.  This remarkable tree is the last tree to leaf out in the spring and one of the first to lose its leaves in the fall, making it a good tree for the northern part of its range, which includes southeastern SD.  It lets the suns warmth in during these cooler seasons and provides shade in the hot summer.  The expanding leaves are conspicuous because of the varied colors of the leaflets; the youngest are bright pink, while those which are older vary from green to bronze.  Pods are large, borne only on the female trees and turn from yellow, looking like bananas, to brown when ripe.  
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	The tree was planted in Lake Alcazar Park overlooking Lake Alcazar following the April council meeting at the Douglas County Courthouse.  The Lake Alcazar Restoration Committee received financial, technical, and administrative assistance from Randall RC&D in the mid to late 90’s to clean up the lake, eliminate flooding and drainage problems, and restore the recreation and nature area value of the lake to the community.  This man-made lake was historically used as a source for refrigeration ice in the winter during the early years of the town.

The third Annual 5th Grade River Appreciation Day held at the National Guard Armory in Vermillion on April 25, 2008, was attended by students from the Vermillion, St. Agnes and Gayville-Volin school districts.  About 115 students gathered to honor and learn more about the wild and scenic portion of the Missouri National Recreational River, referred to as the 59-mile District, which extends from Gavins Point Dam to Ponca, Nebraska. 
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	The day began with Joe Oakie, a storyteller from the Lakota Sioux, Yankton Indian Reservation, Yankton, South Dakota, sharing stories to encourage students to work hard and do their best in life, and to love and respect others; especially their loved ones.  
Small groups then rotated between 11 sites where they discussed topics including water safety, soil science and discovered what plants thrive along the river.  They also received information about how rain runoff flows through a watershed, the differences between a kayak and canoe, and worked in teams of two to decorate a sailboat.  NRCS District Conservationist Deron Ruesch, Vermillion, discussed history and other important aspects of soil along the “Big Muddy.” Following the presentation, the students hustled through the worm tunnel.
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PRS Newsflash 
5-18-08 PRS Reports' Technical Difficulties

In recent months, the PRS Team has experienced technical difficulties getting PRS reports to update on a regular and timely basis. The problems are due in part to the migration of the data entry portion of PRS to the Kansas City Web farm and in part to hardware and software issues in Fort Collins.

The PRS Team’s first priority is to get PRS reports updating on a consistent and timely basis.  The team is systematically working to correct all of these problems so that PRS reports are current and accurate.  In the next thirty days, there are several major PRS improvement and maintenance activities that will impact PRS reports. It is likely these activities will continue to cause the updating of PRS reports to be sporadic.  Until these activities are complete, we suggest that users check the PRS Update Section (on the PRS Home Page) for the time of the last update.  If the reports have not been updated, then users should check back at a later date.  

The improvements scheduled in the next 30 days and beyond should help the PRS reports update on a consistent and timely basis.  We anticipate no impact to the data entry side of PRS, so users should continue to report progress.  The PRS Team regrets any inconvenience and appreciates your understanding and patience.
