The Kyrgyz Republic has applied for financing in the amount of US$ 55 million equivalent from the World Bank and the European Bank for Reconstruction and Development toward the cost of the National Roads Rehabilitation Project (NRRP) Phase 1 (Osh-Isfana Road) and it intends to apply part of the proceeds to payments for goods, works, related services and consulting services to be procured under this project. The proceeds of the EBRD's loan will not be used for the purpose of any payment to persons or entities, or for any import of goods, if such payment or import is prohibited by a decision of the United Nations Security Council taken under Chapter VII of the Charter of the United Nations or under a law of official regulation of the Purchaser's country.
