IN THAT MESSAGE, U.S. CUSTOMS AND BORDER PROTECTION (CBP) WAS INSTRUCTED TO SUSPEND LIQUIDATION OF OUTBOARD ENGINE SHIPMENTS ENTERED OR WITHDRAWN FROM WAREHOUSE, FOR CONSUMPTION ON OR AFTER AUGUST 5, 2004. ADDITIONALLY, CBP WAS INSTRUCTED TO REQUIRE, FOR SUCH ENTRIES, A CASH DEPOSIT OR THE POSTING OF A BOND EQUAL TO THE MARGINS SHOWN BELOW EFFECTIVE AUGUST 5, 2004.  WE ARE CHANGING THE EFFECTIVE DATE FOR SUCH ACTIONS FROM AUGUST 5, 2004, TO AUGUST 12, 2004.  THEREFORE, FOR IMPORTS OF OUTBOARD ENGINES FROM JAPAN, CBP SHALL SUSPEND LIQUIDATION OF SUCH SHIPMENTS ENTERED OR WITHDRAWN FROM WAREHOUSE, FOR CONSUMPTION ON OR AFTER AUGUST 12, 2004. EFFECTIVE AUGUST 12, 2004, CBP SHALL REQUIRE, FOR SUCH ENTRIES, A CASH DEPOSIT OR THE POSTING OF A BOND EQUAL TO THE MARGINS SHOWN BELOW.  NO CASH DEPOSIT REQUIREMENTS EXIST FOR ANY ENTRIES SUSPENDED, PURSUANT TO INSTRUCTIONS IN MESSAGE 4225210, DURING THE PERIOD AUGUST 5, 2004, THROUGH AUGUST 11, 2004. ACCORDINGLY, CBP SHALL TERMINATE SUSPENSION OF LIQUIDATION AND RELEASE ANY BOND OR OTHER SECURITY AND REFUND ANY CASH DEPOSIT FOR ENTRIES SUSPENDED DURING THE PERIOD OF AUGUST 5, 2004, THROUGH AUGUST 11, 2004.
